	This is a request to accept seven grants totaling $1,393,721 for law enforcement programs.  Three of the grants also require ratification of the submission of the grant applications. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Sheriff’s Fiscal Year 2007-09 Operational Plan.  The funding source is unanticipated grant revenue from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs; Governor’s Office of Emergency Services, Law Enforcement and Victim Services Division; California Department of Parks and Recreation; California Office of Traffic Safety; California Office of Traffic Safety through the San Diego Police Department; and the University of California, Berkeley – Traffic Safety Center.  If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 cost and revenue of $1,225,768 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 cost and revenue of $167,952                                 and will require the addition of zero staff years. 

Gang Resistance Education And Training (GREAT)

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 cost and revenue of $19,373 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 cost and revenue of $7,451.

Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC)

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue of $79,988 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs and revenue of $79,988.

California Multi-jurisdictional Methamphetamine Enforcement Team               (Cal-MMET)

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue of $750,000.

DUI Enforcement & Awareness Program

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue of $135,475 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs and revenue $39,525.

Sobriety Checkpoint 

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue of $139,446 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs and revenue of $30,988.

AVOID the 14 DUI Campaign

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue of $30,000 and Fiscal Year 2008-09 costs and revenue of $10,000.

Off-Highway Motor Vehicle Recreation (OHMVR)

If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs of $250,720 and revenue of $71,487.  This grant requires a local match of $179,233 that will be satisfied through in-kind time and services donated by the Sheriff’s Off-Road Enforcement Team (ORET) Reserve Deputies and other Sheriff’s staff working on this program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Sheriff’s Department currently has various types of non-lethal and less-lethal weapons available to deputies.  On October 25, 2005 (3), your Board approved the initial procurement of over 800 TASERs for deployment to the Department’s Patrol Deputies.  The deployment of the TASER has proven very successful in defusing confrontational situations that deputies encounter.  On             July 31, 2007 (5) your Board approved a three-year agreement to procure TASERS, munitions, accessories and maintenance up to $200,000 each year.  Due to the success of the TASER in the field, the department proposes to issue the devices to as many deputies as possible this fiscal year.  This is a request for sole source procurement, above the previously authorized $200,000, of handheld less-lethal TASER weapons, munitions, accessories and maintenance from ProForce Law Enforcement, the regional distributor for TASER International Inc.  The funding source for this procurement is Sheriff’s Asset Forfeiture funds.  This procurement of TASERs will be deployed to Department Detentions and Court Deputies.  TASER International Inc. is the only provider of TASER type devices.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	GENERAL FUND
Funds for this request are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Adopted Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Purpose Revenue.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in subsequent year costs and revenue of $200,000, resulting in a total subsequent year annual cost of $400,000 for the procurement of TASERs, munitions, accessories and maintenance.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years.

ASSET FORFEITURE
Funds for this request are available in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Adopted Operational Plan.  The funding source is Asset Forfeiture Revenue.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $330,000 for the procurement of TASERs, munitions, accessories and maintenance.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) has made funding available for California Probation Adult Driving Under the Influence (DUI) Offender programs in an effort to provide enhanced supervision of adult DUI offenders on probation. On              December 13, 2005 (16) your Board authorized the application for OTS funds and on June 13, 2006 (6) your Board authorized the acceptance of these funds.  As a result, the San Diego DUI Intensive Supervision Enforcement Team program was implemented.  In addition, the San Diego County Probation Department became the grant administrator for all participating California counties.

This is a request to apply for two Federal Fiscal Years, from October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2010, of OTS funding and continue to act as the grant administrator.  If approved, the Probation Department will submit a grant application for $1,315,650 over the two years to continue to fund the San Diego DUI Intensive Supervision Enforcement Team program and administer the California Probation Adult DUI Offender program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with the grant application.  However, if the grant application for continuation funding is approved, the San Diego Probation Department will receive $1,315,650 for the period October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2010 for the San Diego DUI Intensive Supervision Enforcement Team program, which will fund a four member enforcement team and one grant administrator.  Funds for this request do not impact the Probation Department’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, the funds will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan for the Probation Department.

The Proclamation was issued as a result of fires in the County collectively known as “Firestorm 2007.”  Government Code section 8630(c)(1) requires local governing bodies to review the need for continuing the local emergency at its regularly scheduled meetings until the local emergency is terminated.  On November 7, 2007 (20), December 4, 2007 (5), and January 8, 2008 (8) your Board found that there was a need for continuing the local emergency.  This is a request to find that a review of the local emergency has been conducted and that the local emergency will remain in effect at this time.

These declarations established San Diego County’s eligibility for Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) funding for emergency behavioral health services.  On November 7, 2007, San Diego County Behavioral Health Services (SDCBHS) submitted an application for FEMA funds through the California Department of Mental Health requesting a grant to cover disaster mental health and substance abuse services from October 24, 2007 through December 23, 2007.  The following week, SDCBHS was notified that the County had been awarded $495,872.

In order to provide fire-related emergency behavioral health services with four existing contractors, on November 14, 2007, SDCBHS received exemption from the competitive procurement requirements of Board of Supervisors Policy A-87, under public exigency provisions.  The four contractors provided disaster-related behavioral health services at various locations throughout the county.  In late December 2007, SDCBHS was notified that an additional $616,174 in FEMA funds became available for up to 60 days of extended services and support.  At that time, SDCBHS, in coordination with the State, submitted an application for $2,099,382 of FEMA funds to cover an additional nine-month period.  SDCBHS is currently awaiting notification of acceptance of the most recent application.  Today’s recommendations request authority to ratify all FEMA applications, and accept $3,211,428 of FEMA funds pending final notification from FEMA.  Today’s action will also amend emergency behavioral health services contracts to extend their terms through February 2009.

	The horrific October 2003 and 2007 firestorms demonstrated the devastating impact a backcountry fire can have on the entire region.  Although the response and level of coordination in 2007 was at an all-time high, there is no question that more can be done to better protect lives and property.  While there has been a great deal of progress in improving fire protection and emergency services for more than four years, it is critical that our momentum continues to move forward.
On December 3, 2007, the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO) made a pivotal decision on an effort that first began with a 1999 fire funding study and included a Municipal Services Review, a Macro Report, a Micro Report and a ballot measure supported by over 81% of unincorporated area voters.  The LAFCO action approved the Phase 1 reorganization proposal, which affects 13 fire agencies, 28 fire stations and over half of the geographic territory of the County (1.4 million acres).  The Commission also directed the LAFCO Executive Officer to transmit the Phase 1 proposal and the testimony provided at the December 3, 2007 LAFCO meeting to the Board of Supervisors for their consideration.
Today’s action receives the Phase 1 proposal and directs the Chief Administrative Officer to evaluate the Phase 1 reorganization plan and the input provided at the December 3, 2007 LAFCO meeting while taking into consideration the County Fire Enhancement Program and the fire protection service being provided by state, local career, and local volunteer fire agencies, and provide a report back to the Board within 120 days with recommendations.

Cal Fire has in place an aggressive vegetation management program, but their resources are stretched to the limit as they pursue fuel treatment projects while also carrying out property inspections.  Given the enormous impact that reducing dangerous brush has on improving fire safety, it is essential that additional resources are provided to Cal Fire to support this necessary function.  In addition, there has been an effort for the past few years, led by State Senator Dennis Hollingsworth, to change the State Code to increase the allowable defensible space around homes and structures from 100 feet to 300 feet.  The County has been on record in support of this effort.  It is long overdue for State Legislators to finally approve this proposal.

The proceeds will be used for the refinancing of certain outstanding indebtedness, the financing of certain capital improvements and equipment, funding a debt service reserve account for the Certificates, and paying certain delivery costs of the Certificates.  
The County is authorized to assist nonprofit organizations in the financing of facilities by acting as the conduit issuer.  In order to do so, the Board must (1) conduct a public hearing allowing members of the public to comment on the proposed Project, and (2) approve of the County’s issuance of Certificates of Participation and the related financing documents.

The repayment of these Certificates is the sole responsibility of the Borrower and all legal documents have been carefully reviewed for inclusion and indemnity and hold harmless provisions for the County of San Diego.

	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.  If approved, no additional appropriations will be necessary, but this proposal will result in $9,000 of over-realized revenue to be used to reimburse the County for one-time costs associated with this non-County financing.  In addition, the County will realize future revenues of up to $3,000 annually to offset monitoring costs, which will be deposited in the County Investor Relations Fund, as previously approved by the Board of Supervisors.
