	Community Projects Funding assists non-profit organizations in providing essential services to citizens of San Diego County.  Reinvesting taxpayer money in these worthwhile organizations is a benefit to all the communities of North County. 

During last October’s Poomacha Fire, Barricade Fire Gel proved highly effective at creating firebreaks and defending structures. Had the Board of Supervisors not approved two District Five Community Projects grants to the Palomar Mountain Volunteer Fire Departments to purchase this fire resistant gel for our firefighters, Palomar Mountain would have seen much more devastation than what was witnessed.

Today’s recommendation requests that the Board of Supervisors approve a District Five Community Projects grant that would equally distribute this fire gel to eight Fire Safe Councils operating in North County.

	On September 28, 1999 (19), your Board first directed the allocation of $200,000 to establish a trust fund for the capital improvement needs of fire agencies that rely heavily on volunteer firefighters.  Each year since Fiscal Year 2000-2001, $200,000 per year has been allocated to fire agencies.  Today’s action asks your Board to approve the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 allocations of the $200,000.

The San Diego Task Force on Fire Protection and Emergency Medical Services developed the process for grant awards.  The Task Force reviewed the grant applications and unanimously recommended seven projects to be funded.

	On April 4, 1995 (1), your Board found, pursuant to Penal Code section 1208(a), that the County work furlough program could be more efficiently and economically operated through a contract with Correctional Alternatives Inc. (CAI) and authorized the negotiation and execution of such contract.  This is a request to adopt an ordinance pursuant to Penal Code section 1208 regarding the feasibility of a work furlough program in the County of San Diego, the designation of the Chief Probation Officer as the work furlough administrator, the administration of work furlough services through contract, and to ratify the previous fee increases.  This is also a request to amend Section 363 of the County Code of Administrative Ordinances to set the work furlough fee at $42.00. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The work furlough fees charged to inmates will be paid directly to Correctional Alternatives Inc. to support program operation costs and are therefore not revenue to the County.  There will be a minor fiscal impact to the Public Safety Group in that CAI pays to the County 10% (approximately $150,000) of the gross revenue received as a result of housing non-County inmates at the work furlough facility.  This revenue supports facility maintenance and major maintenance costs at that site.

	This is a request to authorize the Department of Environmental Health, the Office of Emergency Services and the Sheriff’s Department, as a sub grantee of the City of San Diego, to accept $2,387,902 in Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) grant funds and adopt a resolution authorizing the Deputy Chief Administrative Officer, Public Safety Group, and the Director and Assistant Director of the Office of Emergency Services to execute any actions necessary for the purpose of obtaining federal financial assistance provided by the federal Department of Homeland Security and sub-granted through the City of San Diego. 

This is also a request to authorize the Sheriff’s Department to accept and administer UASI grant funds awarded to the San Diego Law Enforcement Coordination Center (SD-LECC).  The federal Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has provided funding to California’s Office of Homeland Security (OHS) through the UASI grant.  This grant provides direct anti-terrorism funding to high threat urban areas for equipment, training and planning.  The recipient of this grant, the City of San Diego, and the core county, San Diego County, will coordinate to ensure homeland security needs are met for the San Diego urban area.  As administrator of the UASI grant, the City of San Diego has allocated UASI grant funds to all of the jurisdictions within San Diego County.  These funds will be used to support expenses related to equipment purchases, regional projects, emergency planning and training of first responders.

	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenues of $2,387,902, spread among three departments, (Department of Environmental Health:  $60,083, Office of Emergency Services: $1,083,737 and Sheriff: $1,244,082) and will not require the addition of staff years.  The funding source is the Federal Homeland Security Urban Area Security Initiative grant passed through the California’s Office of Homeland Security and the City of San Diego.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 26, 2008 (7), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on March 11, 2008.

The Health and Human Services Agency provides numerous services to the public based on a fee for service schedule.  Periodically, changes in state law or in the cost of providing these services require rate modifications to achieve cost recovery.  Today's proposed actions, if approved, will make two modifications to the County of San Diego Administrative Code.  The first modification is required by recent legislative changes to statewide vital records and statistics requirements.  The second modification clarifies language permitting the County to recover the costs of services provided from patients or responsible relatives in appropriate cases through the imposition of liens as provided by state law.

Pursuant to recently enacted Senate Bill 850 (2007), this item requests authority to establish a fee of $20.00 for a Certificate of Still Birth and to amend the County Administrative Code relating to Vital Records Fee Schedule to include the fee authorized by Senate Bill 850.  In addition, consistent with Welfare & Institutions Code section 17109, it is proposed that language be added to the County Administrative Code to clarify the authority of the Health and Human Services Agency and Revenue and Recovery to seek recovery of costs in appropriate cases for services provided to patients, through available legal methods including executing and filing of liens.

	With your Board’s focus on enhancing the Health and Human Services Agency’s Adoption program in recent years, the County has become a leader in the State, finalizing more than 600 adoptions each year.  In line with State law, children who are adopted receive services from the date they are placed until the adoption is finalized.  Most children are adopted locally.  However, when a child is matched with a family living outside of San Diego, the adoption agency that conducted the family’s home study provides the mandated services.  Under State law, the County of San Diego is required to pay for these services. 

Today’s action will streamline the process of procuring adoption services outside of San Diego County.  The ability to work with both private and public adoption agencies will assist in finding more adoptive homes, helping our children establish permanency with a family faster, and decrease a child’s stay in foster care.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Annual Funding Plan is intended to address community development and housing needs summarized in the five-year Consolidated Plan, approved May 10, 2005 (1), for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs.  Following public testimony today on the Draft Fiscal Year 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan, the requested action will approve the Plan in principle.  It will also direct staff to return to the Board of Supervisors with any required additional information following a 30-day public review and comment period.  

The preliminary recommendations follow the Fiscal Year 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan Strategy, approved by the Board on September 18, 2007 (11) that allocated a formula-defined portion of the entitlement funds to participating and HOME Consortium cities, and to the County unincorporated area.  Board offices reviewed these preliminary recommendations and the Board’s funding priorities are included.  

Final funding allocations for the HOME Investment Partnerships (including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs were issued by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development on January 18, 2008.  The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development issued on February 1, 2008 the final funding allocation for the Community Development Block Grant Program.  Based on the final allocations, funds totaling $11,359,016 will be available to the San Diego County Consortium in Fiscal Year 2008-09 for the four entitlement programs, a cumulative decrease of $258,961 from the four entitlement program funding levels in Fiscal Year 2007-08.  Fiscal Year 2008-09 will be the seventh consecutive year of decreases in Community Development Block Grant Program funding, with a Fiscal Year 2008-09 decrease of 3.75%, totaling 36.05% in reduced funding over the last seven years. 

These Federal programs provide funds for public infrastructure, revitalization of lower-income communities, and development of affordable housing for low-income residents and persons with special needs.  The funds also serve children and families in need of temporary and long-term housing, including persons with HIV/AIDS.  Since the start of these programs, many community facilities benefiting lower-income households have been constructed or renovated, including community, senior and youth centers, parks, drainage facilities, and sidewalk improvements, as well as affordable housing projects, all of which would not have been possible without these funds.

In addition, the Board is requested to authorize and approve an amendment to the Fiscal Year 2005-10 County Consortium Consolidated Plan to allow the use of Community Development Block Grant funds for homeless services in the City of Poway and public facility improvements, including ADA improvements, in the City of Lemon Grove.  The requested amendment to the Plan also requires a public hearing, public notice, and      30-day public comment period.

	When approved in final form on May 6, 2008, the Fiscal Year 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships, including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative, Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs is expected to result in Federal revenues totaling $11,359,016 that will be spent for community development, affordable housing, and emergency shelter grant projects.  If approved, these actions will result in no current year costs, annual costs, or additional staff costs.

	On January 24, 2006 (1), Supervisor Dianne Jacob recommended, and the Board of Supervisors unanimously authorized, leasing of 1.72 acres (Assessor’s Parcel Number 506-131-02) of County-owned land to the YMCA of San Diego County for the construction of the McGrath Family YMCA Rancho San Diego.  The terms of the lease were $1 per year for 50 years.  The YMCA proposes to construct an indoor fitness facility on the 1.72 acres and the 1.63 acres (Assessor’s Parcel Number 506-131-01) of adjacent YMCA-owned property.  However, County land use regulations do not allow structures to be built across the property line of parcels that have different owners.  The YMCA also constructed outdoor recreational facilities on an adjacent 7.67-acre parcel (Assessor’s Parcel Number 506-131-03) that the YMCA owns.

In an effort to make certain that all of the property is fully utilized and the YMCA can implement its plans, the Board on October 23, 2007 (6) requested the Chief Administrative Officer to work with YMCA of San Diego County to explore the feasibility of a land exchange and to return to the Board with recommendations for necessary actions, along with information on costs and funding needed.  An appraisal of both parcels shows that they are of similar value.  An exchange will take approximately three months to complete.  The Board is requested to authorize staff to complete the property exchange transaction and the related leaseback to the YMCA.

	Appropriations and funding for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Facilities Management Internal Service spending plan. 	California Government Code Section 31454 requires your Board to adjust the rates of the San Diego County employer and employee retirement contributions in accordance with the recommendations of the Board of Retirement of the San Diego County Employees Retirement Association (“SDCERA”). At its regular meeting on     December 6, 2007, the Board of Retirement approved employer and employee contribution rates recommended by its actuary for Fiscal Year 2008-09.  While Safety and General members have different rates, the aggregate rate approved by the SDCERA Board for Fiscal Year 2008-09 is 2.70 percentage points lower than its recommended aggregate rate for Fiscal Year 2007-08.  The average employee contribution rate will increase from 10.23% of payroll to 10.38% of payroll.
