	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sheriff’s Department regularly pursues grant funding to enhance essential public safety services in an effort to make San Diego the safest urban county in the nation.  Today’s action will authorize the acceptance of ten grant awards and establish appropriations in the amount of $2,213,118.  The acceptance of these grant funds will provide the Sheriff’s Department with funds dedicated to implementing a regional Sex Offender Management System; upgrading the San Diego Law Regional Infrastructure to expand connectivity to other County justice systems data sources; reducing violent crime with an emphasis on gang-related crime in the San Diego North and East County regions; and will establish programs aimed at reducing the number of victims associated with alcohol-related driving offenses.  


	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for these requests are not included in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2010-11 Operational Plan for the Sheriff’s Department and are as follows:

1. COPS FY 2010 Child Sexual Predator Program

If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $354,208 and FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $70,842.  The funding source is grant revenue from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (USDOJ COPS).  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

2. COPS FY 2010 Technology Program

If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $480,000 and FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $720,000.  The funding source is grant revenue from the USDOJ COPS.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

3. San Diego County Regional Gang Enforcement Collaborative

If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $262,500 and FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $87,500.  The funding source is grant revenue from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

4. Sobriety Checkpoint

  MACROBUTTON NoMacro If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $145,486 and FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $54,557.  The funding source is grant revenue from the University of California, Berkeley, with primary funding from the California Office of Traffic Safety.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

5. DUI Prosecution and Awareness Program

If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $28,519 and FY 2011-12 costs and revenue of $9,506.  The funding source is grant revenue from the California Office of Traffic Safety through the City of Chula Vista Police Department.

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, which requires full cost recovery for grants, since all of these grant programs do not recover full cost.

2. Authorize the acceptance of $425,050 in grant funds from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (USDOJ COPS) for the Fiscal Year 2010 Child Sexual Predator Program for the project period beginning September 1, 2010 through August 31, 2012.
3. Establish appropriations of $138,333 in the Sheriff’s Department for services and supplies ($97,833) and fixed assets ($40,500) based on unanticipated grant revenue from the USDOJ COPS for the Fiscal Year 2010 Child Sexual Predator Program. (4 VOTES)

6. Authorize the acceptance of $350,000 in grant funds from the U. S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs (USDOJ OJP) for the San Diego County Regional Gang Enforcement Collaborative for the project period beginning October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.

7. Establish appropriations of $350,000 in the Sheriff’s Department for salaries and benefits ($140,163) and services and supplies ($731 for supplies and $209,106 for overtime reimbursement to participating agencies) based on unanticipated grant revenue from the USDOJ OJP for the San Diego County Regional Gang Enforcement Collaborative. (4 VOTES)

8. Authorize the Sheriff to execute expenditure contracts for the San Diego County Regional Gang Enforcement Collaborative to reimburse overtime expenses, not to exceed $209,106 incurred collectively by SANDAG, participating local law enforcement agencies (El Cajon, Escondido, La Mesa, and Oceanside), and County of San Diego Children’s Services, District Attorney’s Office, and Probation Department.

9. Authorize the acceptance of a total of $200,043 ($44,000 Sheriff’s Imperial Beach station; $31,320 Sheriff’s Lemon Grove station; $38,777 Sheriff’s Poway station; $37,968 Sheriff’s San Marcos station; $27,978 Sheriff’s Santee station; and, $20,000 Sheriff’s Vista station) in grant funds from the University of California, Berkeley with primary funding from the California Office of Traffic Safety for the Sobriety Checkpoint program for the project period beginning November 1, 2010 through September 6, 2011.

10. Establish appropriations of $200,043 in the Sheriff’s Department for salaries and benefits for the following Sheriff’s stations:  Imperial Beach $44,000; Lemon Grove $31,320; Poway $38,777; San Marcos $37,968; Santee $27,978; and, Vista $20,000, based on unanticipated grant revenue from the University of California, Berkeley with primary funding from the California Office of Traffic Safety for the Sobriety Checkpoint program.  (4 VOTES) 
11. Authorize the Sheriff to accept grant funds awarded to the City of Chula Vista Police Department from the California Office of Traffic Safety under the DUI Prosecution and Awareness Program and to enter into an agreement with the City of Chula Vista for an amount not to exceed $38,025 for the project period beginning October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2010-11 Citizens’ Option for Public Safety (COPS) program provides funds to the County of San Diego from State vehicle license fee revenue allocated to State Transportation Fund’s Local Safety and Protection Account for the purposes of expanding frontline law enforcement services, enhancing criminal prosecution, and augmenting Sheriff detention services, as described in Government Code section 30061. 

Section 30061 requires that your Board approve an expenditure plan for funds provided to the County from the State Transportation Fund’s Local Safety and Protection Account. This is a request that your Board approve the Fiscal Year      2010-11 Expenditure Plan that will distribute funds to the District Attorney’s Office for criminal prosecution services and to the Sheriff’s Department for frontline law enforcement and detention services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in estimated current year costs and revenue of     $1.7 million ($680,000 in the District Attorney’s Office and $985,000 in the Sheriff’s Department).  The funding source is vehicle license fees collected by the State and deposited to the Local Safety and Protection Account which is allocated to the County and distributed to departments. Based on current vehicle license fee receipts, however, it is projected that these revenues may exceed the budgeted amount by $300,000.  If revenue is received in an amount greater than budgeted, it will be allocated to support the programs identified in the spending plans. There will no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 29, 2010, the Governor signed AB 2173, the Emergency Medical Air Transportation Act.  This legislation requires the California Courts to impose and to collect an additional penalty of $4 for every offense involving a vehicle violation, except certain parking offenses, beginning January 1, 2011.  This legislation also requires each county board of supervisors to establish in the county treasury an emergency medical air transportation act fund into which the penalty collected pursuant to this legislation would be deposited and then transferred to the State Controller for deposit into the state Emergency Medical Air Transportation Act Fund.   This is a request that your Board establish a fund to receive the additional penalty funds required by this legislation and to delegate certain authorities and responsibilities contained in this legislation to the Superior Court of California, County of San Diego by incorporating this delegation in the Memorandum of Understanding Between the Superior Court of California, County of San Diego and the County of San Diego (MOU).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request.  State law requires that the County establish a fund to receive the additional penalty assessment collected, with interest earned to be credited to the fund, and requires that the County transfer moneys in the County’s emergency medical air transportation fund to the State Controller for deposit into the state Emergency Medical Air Transportation Act Fund.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

These funds would be utilized to enhance the current program by providing intensive case management services for participants, establishing tailored services for individuals with a co-occurring mental health disorder, and creating an alumni program for graduates of Drug Court. Today’s action will accept the SAMHSA Federal Block Grant funds in the amount of $325,000 annually for the period of October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2013.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The increase in prescription drug abuse has been a critical concern throughout the nation for some time. The problem is a concern for all ages, impacting males and females, across all racial and ethnic groups, educational levels, and employment categories. Individuals under the age of 25 are particularly hit hard.
This problem is not new. However, our region has recently seen an increase that mirrors national trends. According to the San Diego County Medical Examiner’s Office, 51 people died of oxycodone-related deaths in 2008 – approximately three times what we had seen each year from 2003-2006. 
In September 2008, my office partnered with the District Attorney’s office, the Sheriff’s Department, and the local office of the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) to address this rising problem. Since first meeting more than two years ago, the task force has changed its name to the Prescription Drug Abuse Task Force to better reflect the scope of the task, we have five main goals to reduce access and abuse of prescription drugs. These are: enforcement, public education, legislation and policy, prevention and treatment, and media to highlight the problem. Over the past two years we have made great strides in each area, including prevention and treatment. 

In August of 2010, the Task Force hosted the Prescription Drug Abuse Prevention Summit. A major outcome of this summit was the formation of the basic recommendations that would become the Prescription Drug Abuse Plan before you today. The summit and the subsequent report is an example of the collaborative and comprehensive work of the Prescription Drug Abuse Task Force. It is a key component to stopping the cycle of abuse in San Diego County. 
The adoption of a County plan to address prescription drug abuse will promote coordinated efforts by federal, state and local partners throughout the region, and provide the public with a clear description of how the issues related to Prescription Drug Abuse will be addressed.  In addition, the plan will support funding requests to increase resources to implement strategies to halt the devastation of prescription drug abuse. Supporting this effort to further combat and prevent prescription drug abuse among our residents in San Diego is one important way for San Diego County to further address this pressing issue.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On July 14, 2010, Supervisors Cox and Roberts sent a memo to the Chief Administrative Officer requesting that the Social Services Advisory Board (SSAB) address the efficiency and effectiveness of the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), formerly referred to as the Food Stamp program.

As an advisory board to the Board of Supervisors and to the County Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA), the SSAB performs an important role in providing advice on policy and services related to social service programs administered by HHSA and recommending improvements to these programs and services. 

To that end, SSAB established a time-limited Work Group comprised of community based organizations that have experience working with SNAP to provide recommendations for simplifying the eligibility process and removing perceived barriers that may impede program participation, all while maintaining program integrity.  It should be noted that a number of these recommendations are already becoming operational due to initiatives undertaken by HHSA staff to improve the system.  These initiatives have led to more than a 60% increase in participation since April 2009.

It is our recommendation that the Board of Supervisors now acknowledges receipt of the report developed by this ad hoc committee in addition to directing staff to report back in 90 days with a response to the list of the recommendations and develop a feasible implementation plan.  Adoption of the recommendations would also designate the SSAB as the oversight body that will monitor the implementation of those recommendations deemed feasible for implementation. >>

	<The Poway Unified School District (the “District”) formed School Facilities Improvement District No. 2007-1 of the Poway Unified School District (“Improvement District No. 2007-1”) in late 2007, pursuant to provisions of California Education Code Section 15300, et seq.  Improvement District No. 2007-1 was formed for the purposes of financing school facilities for the District.  Improvement District No. 2007-1 generally includes territory within the boundaries of the District which is not included in existing Mello-Roos community facilities districts of the District.  

At an election held on February 5, 2008, conducted within the boundaries of Improvement District No. 2007-1, approximately 63.91% of those voters casting ballots (which is above the 55% voter approval level required) approved the issuance of up to $179,000,000 in general obligation bonds (the “Authorization”).  To date, $73,998,935.75 of the Authorization has been issued as the General Obligation Bonds of School Facilities Improvement District No. 2007-1 of the Poway Unified School District, 2008 Election, Series A.  Currently, $105,001,064.25 of the Authorization remains.

At this time, the governing board of the District, on behalf of Improvement District No. 2007-1, has adopted a resolution requesting the Board of Supervisors to authorize the issuance of General Obligation Bonds of School Facilities Improvement District No. 2007-1 of the Poway Unified School District, 2008 Election, Series B in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $105,001,064.25 (the “Bonds”).  Subsequent to the issuance of the Bonds, there will be no remaining amount of the Authorization for the issuance of additional series of bonds.  

Proceeds from the Bonds will be used for (1) refunding obligations issued through the District’s Bond Advancement Program (“BAP Obligations”) and the General Obligation Bond Anticipation Notes of the Improvement District No. 2007-1, 2008 Election, Series 2010 (“2010 Notes” and together with the BAP Obligations, the “Existing Obligations”), (2) certain eligible costs of the BAP Obligations and the 2010 Notes, and (3) reasonable and necessary costs of issuing and delivering the Bonds.  The bonds are payable from the levy of an ad valorem tax against the taxable property within the boundaries of Improvement District No. 2007-1. >

	OVERVIEW:

	
	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year operations.  The projected balance for the General Fund is $109.2 million, and for all budgetary funds combined is $126.2 million.  In the General Fund, positive balances are projected for all five groups.  In addition, the projected fund balance reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects that general purpose revenues will do better than estimated in the adopted budget.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, adjustments include recommendations to establish appropriations in the Sheriff’s Department to replace equipment in the Central Production Center that is beyond repair, purchase Mobile Data Computers for patrol vehicles, and fund depreciation charges for vehicles. Other significant adjustments would establish appropriations for the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) program and establish appropriations for the 2007 Law Enforcement Terrorism Prevention Program (LETPP). In addition, a request is submitted to cancel appropriations in the Public Defender’s Office to reflect the expiration of the contract with the State of California Administrative Office of the Courts to provide Dependency Representation services.

In the Land Use and Environment Group, significant adjustments include requests to establish appropriations in the Department of Parks and Recreation to provide funding for tree removal and replanting, for equipment to perform trail maintenance to purchase and install monument entry signs at San Diego parks, and to establish appropriations in the Executive Office for one-time costs associated with developing a Public Facing Mapping Application. Another significant request is submitted to cancel appropriations in the Capital Outlay Fund for the Tijuana River Valley Trail Construction project due to grant funds not being awarded from the State of California Recreational Trails Program. In addition, a request is submitted to increase the fund balance designation within the General Fund for Environmental Health based on excess revenues from fees and permits over expenses in Fiscal Year      2009-10.

In the Community Services Group, recommendations would establish appropriations for the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program, establish appropriations for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program, and establish appropriations for the Documentum 6.5 upgrade, the Active Directory Integration, and other Enterprise Content Management projects. In addition, a request is submitted to amend the Major Maintenance Internal Service Fund Spending Plan by canceling appropriations to correct duplicate budgeting for planned projects.

In the Finance and General Government Group, adjustments would establish appropriations for the Board of Supervisors Districts 1, 3, 4, and 5 for one-time expenses.

In the Capital Program, the Board is asked to ratify the cancellation of appropriations that were inadvertently carried forward from the prior year.
No actions are recommended at this time as a result of the budget adopted by the State. The County’s Operational Plan anticipated some of the funding changes that were enacted and, in other cases, we do not yet have enough detail to determine whether budgetary action will be needed by the County. Further, the Governor has called a special session of the legislature to begin in early December to address a newly identified $6.1 billion State budget deficit. Staff will keep your Board apprised of information that develops and make recommendations as necessary. >

	<Public retirement systems across the state and the nation are grappling with the challenge of maintaining the health of their retirement funds and budgeting for pension obligations.  Because of a $2.2 billion pension fund loss in FY 2008/2009, San Diego County has not escaped this challenge.  Compounding the problem for the County is a decrease in local tax revenues and the State’s ongoing budget shortfall.  In my State of the County address in February of 2009, I warned that our required pension contribution will significantly increase and that current benefits are not sustainable. 

The County of San Diego has clearly tackled this situation head on.  We have taken important steps to decrease the pension liability that impacts general fund dependent programs and services.  Following an important decision to reduce retiree health costs, the County moved forward with implementing a second tier for pension benefits.  These two actions combined are expected to save over $2 billion over the next 20 years.  Credit goes to the Board of Supervisors, the Chief Administrative Officer, the Chief Financial Officer, and our extraordinary County management team.

Despite the bold action that has been taken, there is much more work to do.  The public needs to be aware of the pension challenges that we still face.  This item will provide a presentation to the Board on the County’s pension obligation, and its impact on the County budget and County employees.>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Sempra Energy, a locally-based energy services company which owns San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E), has been accused by a former employee of bribing   government officials in Mexico to advance the company’s business interests. The former employee’s lawsuit also claims that the company used ratepayer dollars to finance a $17 million corporate retreat north of Ensenada, Mexico. The facility features 14 bedrooms, a $56,000 home-theater system, a $55,000 bar and a fully stocked wine cellar, according to local media accounts. 

Sempra denies the allegations and maintains that its own internal investigation yielded no evidence of bribery.  In addition, Sempra insists that ratepayer dollars were not funneled from SDG&E in order to build the retreat. 

Energy is a lifeblood commodity that literally fuels the nation’s economy. Sempra and SDG&E are supposed to be regulated by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) and the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC), respectively. 

Sempra’s highly-publicized role in the infamous California energy crisis, including almost $800 million in settlement payments, coupled with the serious new allegations of bribery and improper use of ratepayer dollars have created an atmosphere of intense distrust and skepticism. Today’s action calls on the CPUC and FERC to investigate the troubling allegations contained in the whistleblower lawsuit. >
