	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 1, 2004 (3), the Board of Supervisors continued the Hearing to December 15, 2004, at 9:00 a.m.
In order to balance revenues with costs to ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants and Revenue Contracts, Department Responsibility for Full Cost Recovery, the Department of Planning and Land Use has completed its annual fee analysis.  

Planning Fees

Part of our annual review includes the review of all tasks associated with each case type.  Additionally, standard billing rates are calculated each year to reflect negotiated salary and benefit agreements.  The standard billing rates increased by an average of 4% in FY 04-05 and 3% in FY 05-06.  Flat Fees:  Review of our flat fee processing times resulted in minor adjustments to our flat fees, resulting in changes of between +19%, Miscellaneous Permit – Administrative Deviation, and –43%, Variance – Time Extension.  The net impact on flat fees was a slight increase of 3.9% in FY 04-05 and 2.0% in FY 05-06.  Intake deposits:  Review of our intake deposits resulted in a net increase of 7.3% in FY 04-05 and 2.5% in FY 05-06.  The slightly higher percentage increase to intake deposits is directly related to a change in processing of General Plan Amendments.  The preparation of the final scoping letter is being completed earlier in case processing, thus increasing the hours associated with the intake deposit.  This change resulted in a 17% increase in the intake deposit for this case type.  

Building Fees

Part of our annual review includes the analysis of processing times associated with plan check and building inspections.  However, processing times over the past year were somewhat skewed due to significant increases in plan checks and building inspections following the October wildfires.  As a result, in order to adequately cover time and expenses anticipated in the coming year, and allow the Building Division to continue to assist customers in a timely manner, building fees will increase approximately 4.8% in FY 04-05 and 2.6% in FY 05-06, to reflect negotiated salary and benefit agreements. Grading permit fees will increase 15.3% in FY 04-05 and 3.1% in FY 05-06.  This increase is a result of using improved processing time data collection methods, which were not readily available in prior years.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed fee adjustments are included in the FY 04-05 and FY 05-06 Operational Plan. This request will result in no changes to the adopted budget.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Building Permit Fees

The proposed changes in building permit fees will have a moderate impact on the business community, as the fees will increase by approximately 4.8% (grading permits fees will increase 15.3%) in FY 04-05 and FY 05-06.  This increase is directly related to salary and benefit increases as well as analyses of Grading Permit processing time data, which was not readily available in prior years. 
Planning Permit Processing Fees

The proposed ordinance changes will have a moderate impact on the business community as well.  Planning intake deposits and flat fees are proposed to increase an average of 5.6% in FY 04-05 and 2.3% in FY 05-06.  The majority of this increase is related to an increase to standard billing rates to reflect negotiated salary and benefit agreements and a change in the processing of General Plan Amendments.

	This is an appeal filed by the applicant of the Planning Commission’s (PC) decision to deny the Tentative Map Time Extension.  The Tentative Map Time Extension application proposes an extension of the expiration date for TM 4713RPL6.  Units 1, 2, and a portion of Unit 3 as illustrated on TM 4713RPL6 have been recorded, thus the Time Extension is applicable to only a portion of Unit 3 and Units 4-6.  The unrecorded portion of Unit 3 and Units 4-6 proposes the subdivision of 62.29 acres into 73 residential lots, 3 open space lots, and 3 commercial lots.  The site is within the Country Town (CT) Regional Land Use Category of the General Plan and is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Land Use Designation (1.65 du/ac).  The commercial lots are subject to the S88, Specific Plan Use Regulation and the residential lots are subject to the RS1.17, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation.  The project site is east of Mission Road, north of Stage Coach Lane, and is bisected by Peppertree Lane.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In response to the State’s reduction of General Purpose Revenue received by the County, seven positions were cut from the Code Enforcement Program in the 2004-2005 Budget.

The number of code enforcement complaints has not decreased and stands now at a total of over 2,300 individual complaints and cases.  In addition, there have been concerns and complaints about the County’s inability to monitor conditions placed on special use permits. 

To address the backlog of cases, some of which cannot be investigated for more than six months, and to ensure that special use permits are properly monitored, the seven positions must be reinstated.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Annual cost to reinstate these positions is approximately $600,000 dollars.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 11, 2004 (8), the Board approved a TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects for County road and bridge projects using TransNet, State, or Federal monies.  San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) included this local program in the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program. SANDAG (acting as duly authorized Regional Transportation Commission) submitted the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program. The County Engineer has revised local street and road project budgets and schedules.  

This is a request to amend the County TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects by adjusting project schedules and budgets to match available funds.   Upon Board approval, the amended County TransNet Program, along with road and bridge projects receiving Federal and State funds, will be integrated into the County element of Regional Transportation Improvement Program for FY 2004-05 through FY 2007-08 and submitted to SANDAG.  The SANDAG Board is expected to approve an amendment to the Regional Transportation Improvement Program to incorporate the revised County TransNet Program at its regularly scheduled meeting in January 2005.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There will be no current year fiscal impact as a result of adoption of this amendment.  Transportation projects, along with offsetting revenues, will be presented in appropriate fiscal years in proposed Department of Public Works operational plans.  The proposed reprogramming increases future allocation on four projects by $14,367,700, and reduces future allocation on three projects by $9,862,000.  This net increase of $4,505,700, reflects updated projection of total TransNet funding available.  There is no County General Fund cost associated with any County TransNet projects in the Regional Transportation Improvement Program, and no additional staff years required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Ramona Airport is home to 200 aircraft, and is the Air Attack Base for the California Department of Forestry and U.S. Forest Services.  With more than 100,000 operations annually, it is the third busiest facility in the County's eight-airport system.  County Airports are managed within the Department of Public Works.

The Ramona Airport Improvement Project was completed in December 2003.  The $11 million dollar project included the construction of a new sewer line, runway extension, and an air traffic control tower.  As a condition of approval from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the California Department of Fish and Game, and the Regional Water Quality Control Board, the Department of Public Works is required to mitigate in the immediate area of the Ramona Airport for the project’s impacts to jurisdictional wetlands areas by creating and preserving wetlands.  This mitigation requirement will be satisfied by the purchase of a 10.19-acre parcel from The Nature Conservancy and the implementation of a wetland creation plan on the parcel.  The property is considered premium mitigation land as it contains wetland areas highly desirable for both creation and preservation.  On May 7, 2003 (4), the Board approved the purchase of this parcel from its previous owner, the William J. Cagney Trust for $149,300.  The transaction was never completed because The Nature Conservancy subsequently exercised an option to purchase the entire 420.76-acre Cagney property, which included the 10.19-acre mitigation parcel.  

The Board is requested to take the actions necessary to purchase portions of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 277-121-02 and 13 (Thomas Guide, Page 1171-J1) from The Nature Conservancy for the appraised value of $149,300.

The project is planned in compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act.

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise for bid, and award a construction contract estimated at $455,000, including 10% contingency, for development of the Finney Elementary School Interpretive Overlook project.  The project funding is part of a $5,900,000 grant under Proposition 13 approved by the State Coastal Conservancy awarded for acquisition of land, habitat restoration, trail planning, and related interpretive facility development in the park.  Awarded funding was budgeted in two Capital projects, one each for land acquisition and park development.  

This action includes the transfer of $500,000 from the land acquisition project to the park development project to fund the overlook construction project and provide for contract administrative costs.  Project award is anticipated in February 2005, and completion is expected in late summer 2005.

This request also includes an additional transfer of funding in the amount of $100,000 to provide for County staff costs and other project costs related to two large trails and habitat restoration 

design projects ongoing in Otay Valley Regional Park.  The consultant contract costs have not changed.

	Finney Elementary School Interpretive Overlook

Funds for this project in the amount of $500,000 are available in Capital Project 1000246 and will be transferred to Capital Project 1000165 in this action. If approved, this action will result in the award of a construction contract estimated at $455,000, including 10% contingency. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining nearly 2,000 miles of roads in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  The Transportation Division performs maintenance of roads and associated features, including drainage, striping, signs, legends, curbs, gutters, sidewalks, traffic signals and many other related items.  Many regulations affect and direct Department of Public Work’s operations, including the current Stormwater Pollution Prevention regulations from the Clean Water Act that apply nationally. As one of its practices, field operations road crews use wash racks to contain dirty water when washing equipment so that it can be treated and cleaned before entering the storm drain system. 

Department of Public Works has interim wash areas that meet regulations but are less time effective and efficient than desired. This proposed project would allow construction of a more effective and efficient prototype wash rack facility at the Division I headquarters on Singer Lane in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide 1271-H6). Staff will observe operation of this wash rack design. If it meets expectations, this prototype will be used to construct replacement wash racks at other field operations stations.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award of a construction contract to complete construction of a wash rack facility at Division I headquarters. If approved, construction will begin in March 2005 and take approximately three months to complete.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program. 	On December 9, 1997 (23), the Board of Supervisors approved funding of $125,000 allocated to the Emerging Technologies Fund Loan Program and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to execute a Memorandum of Agreement with the City of San Diego for joint participation in the Program. 

Due to its current budget crisis, the San Diego City Council included elimination of the Emerging Technologies Fund Manager position as part of a broad reduction of non-civil service positions effective June 30, 2004.  Fortunately, with the support of a consortium of area banks, the Jacobs Center for Neighborhood Innovation, a local nonprofit operating foundation dedicated to promoting economic development and entrepreneurship in low-income communities, has agreed to assume full responsibility to privately manage and continue to expand Emerging Technologies.  In order to accurately reflect these changes and maintain its involvement in the Program, a revised agreement is required between the County, City of San Diego, and Jacobs Center for Neighborhood Innovation.  In addition, both the County’s and the City’s shares of the Phase II Emerging Technologies Program Reserve Funds ($125,000) are needed to support Emerging Technologies outstanding Phase II loan portfolio and assist Jacobs Center for Neighborhood Innovation with the development costs associated with the implementation of Phase III.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	On December 9, 1997 (23), the Board of Supervisors approved the release to the City of San Diego, $125,000 of General Fund monies that were set-aside during budget deliberations.  It is being requested and the City has already agreed that these monies may be used to assist in the development costs anticipated in the effort to privatize the Emerging Technologies Fund Program.  This is a redirecting of revenue already expended by the County and will not impact the current budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 1, 2004 (4), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, continuing the Hearing and introducing Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on December 15, 2004, 9:00 a.m.

The Department of Public Works performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications. These tasks include, among other things, review of subdivision maps, improvement plans, permit applications and grading plans. In order to perform these tasks efficiently and to ensure continued full cost recovery for County services, the Department has need for amendments to Sections 142 and 364.2 of the Administrative Code and Sections 81.506 and 86.101 of the County Code regarding enforcement of subdivision security, public works fees and deposits, subdivision monumentation and habitat loss permit approvals.    

Administrative Code Section 142:  The Department of Public Works currently has to seek approval from the Director of the Department of Planning and Land Use to take action against security required and obtained by the Department of Public Works for certain subdivision improvements.  The proposed amendment to Administrative Code Section 142 would delegate to the Director of the Department of Public Works the same authority already delegated to the Director of the Department of Planning and Land Use to initiate enforcement action against subdivision improvement security.

Administrative Code Section 364.2:  The Department of Public Works charges fees and deposits for the review and approval of various private development applications. These fees and deposits are continually monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels.  The review of private land development project costs for Fiscal Year 2004-05 shows some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover staff costs of providing the service and some may be reduced.  The proposed action would amend Section 364.2 of the Administrative Code to adjust the fees and deposits charged by the Department of Public Works to ensure full cost recovery.

County Code Section 81.506:  California law requires maps based on the California Coordinate System to utilize first-order control.  Section 81.506 of the County Code requires the County Surveyor to establish control stations to assist private developers in meeting this mapping requirement.  The section does not provide for cost recovery by the County for this work.  Sufficient control stations have been established by the County to meet this requirement in populated parts of the County.  The proposed action would delete the portions of Section 81.506 requiring the County Surveyor to establish control stations. 

County Code Section 86.101:  The Department of Public Works reviews grading and improvement plans in connection with the issuance of grading, construction and other development-related permits, including complete environmental review.  These same plans are frequently used as the basis for the issuance of habitat loss permits to authorize the disturbance or removal of vegetation.  The proposed amendment to County Code Section 86.101 would give the Director of the Department of Public Works the authority to issue habitat loss permits when the permits are needed to initiate development identified in grading or improvement plans evaluated by the Department. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Public Works funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works. The portion of this proposal related to the amendment of Section 364.2 of the Administrative Code will revise standard hourly billing rates, fees and deposits, and ensure full cost recovery for processing land development services. If approved, establishment of the recommended fees and deposits will result in no General Fund cost and will require no additional staff years. The portions of this request related to the amendment of Administrative Code Section 142 and County Code Sections 81.506 and 86.101 will have no fiscal or staffing impact.
