	REMEMBERING OUR FALLEN HEROES – DESIGNATING THE COUNTY ADMINISTRATION CENTER AS THE LOCATION FOR THE REGIONAL LAW ENFORCEMENT MEMORIAL (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Here in San Diego County we have unfortunately seen many of our local law enforcement personnel killed in the line of duty.  We must never forget the sacrifices made by brave law enforcement officers. To honor these fallen heroes a collection of public safety organizations, spearheaded by the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association is working to establish the first San Diego Regional Law Enforcement Memorial. In 2005, the Board of Supervisors led by Vice-Chairman Roberts and Supervisor Cox allocated $100,000 for the design and development of this project. 
Requested action today would designate a portion of the southwest lawn of the County Administration Center as the location of the Memorial.  Minimum design criteria and a development and approval process will be established to ensure historical consistency with the County Administration Center.  Additionally, the design criteria will also preserve the historic view corridor of the County Administration Center and the planned Waterfront Park.  Additionally, the Chief Administrative Officer would be directed to assist the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association and the Memorial design committee and to establish a Memorandum of Understanding for the maintenance and operation of the Memorial. Finally, the Chief Administrative Officer would be authorized to apply for and accept grant funding for the Memorial.

	VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERTS AND SUPERVISOR COX:
1. Designate the footprint of the sago palm trees on the southwest lawn of the County Administration Center, as shown in Attachment A, as the location of the San Diego Regional Law Enforcement Memorial. Per direction of the Board of Supervisors, relocation of Memorial is permissible at any time and may be necessary during and/or after the construction of the Waterfront Park. 

2. Establish minimum design criteria for the San Diego Regional Law Enforcement Memorial as set forth in Attachment B. 

3. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer with the assistance of the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to work with the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association and the Memorial design committee to implement the adopted design guidelines and return to the Board of Supervisors for approval of the final design and to authorize the installation of the memorial. 

4. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer with the assistance of the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to develop and enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the San Diego County Deputy Sheriffs’ Association for the maintenance and operation of the Memorial and return to the Board of Supervisors for approval of the Memorandum of Understanding prior to installation of the Memorial.

5. Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to apply for any available United States Department of Justice grant funding for the Memorial.

	SUPPORT FOR THE JUVENILE JUSTICE COMPREHENSIVE STRATEGY TASK FORCE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 1993 the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) designed a conceptual model to coordinate and enhance youth-centered efforts in cities and counties across the nation.  Known as the Comprehensive Strategy for Serious, Violent, and Chronic Juvenile Offenders, or simply as the Comprehensive Strategy, this model is predicated upon a philosophy of shared responsibility and coordinated action at the local level to assess factors and influences that put youth at risk of delinquency, determine available resources, and establish prevention programs targeted at juvenile delinquency and promoting the positive development of youth. 
The Comprehensive Strategy, as implemented locally, has allowed the region to build a system of care for juvenile offenders and at-risk youth based on a foundation of services provided through a network of community-based organizations (CBOs) in conjunction with the County’s Probation Department, local law enforcement agencies and schools.  
Community based organizations provide a critical link between the County’s Probation Department and juvenile offenders and their families.  With a focus on prevention and education, our CBO partners have helped to ensure that offenders and their families exit the system with the tools they need to continue to lead productive lives free of crime, drugs, and gangs.  It is essential that CBOs are provided an independent forum where they can convey their thoughts and ideas to not only their partners in the juvenile justice community, but also to Probation staff.
The Children’s Initiative has created a separate entity, the Juvenile Justice Comprehensive Strategy Task Force (JJCST), as a channel of communication to the County and subject matter experts in the area of social services to at-risk youth.
Today’s action will express the Board of Supervisors’ support for the efforts of this independent Task Force to work in partnership with the County of San Diego and the County’s Probation Department to continue this Board’s longstanding commitment to juvenile justice through prevention and education.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the submission and acceptance of grant funds in the amount of $306,377 for the Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) Program for the period July 1, 2005 to June 30, 2009.  This Federal program is administered by the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance and consolidates the previous Edward J. Byrne Memorial Grant Program and the Local Law Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Program into a single allocation to be split and used by the City of San Diego and the County.  The funding allocated to San Diego County for program year 2005 is $306,377.  If this request is approved, $200,000 will be allocated to the Probation Department for one additional Deputy Probation Officer to be assigned to the San Diego Police Department’s Gang Unit.  The remaining $106,377 will be allocated to the County Health and Human Services Agency for the Adult Drug Court for treatment and testing.

The funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenues of $106,377 and will require no additional staff.

Probation

The funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance.  If approved, this request will result in $27,200 in Fiscal Year 2005-06 costs, $84,706 in Fiscal Year 2006-07 costs, and $88,094 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs, and will require the addition of one staff year.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The federal Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has provided funding to California’s Office of Homeland Security (OHS) through the Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) grant.  This grant provides direct anti-terrorism funding to high threat urban areas for equipment, training, planning and exercises.  The recipient of this grant, the City of San Diego, and the core county, San Diego County, will coordinate to ensure homeland security needs are met for the San Diego urban area. The Depot will provide “Senior Food for a Week” boxes. Each container will weigh less than 20 pounds and will be packed with nutritionally balanced nonperishable food.  The Depot can feed thousands of seniors through this program.  The service will be centered in a warehouse where the boxes will be packaged and distributed by volunteers.
Today’s action will provide The Angel’s Depot with a portion of their start-up and first year funding. The Depot plans to be self-sufficient after the first year of operations. This service is a vital step to reducing the number of seniors in our County who live in poverty.

· Development of a County/Public Health Responder Mass Prophylaxis Plan;

· Development of a Receipt, Staging and Storage Warehouse Plan; and

· Development of a Strategic National Stockpile Distribution Transportation Plan.

Multi-year contracts for these projects are requested as ongoing training, drills and exercises will be conducted to evaluate the effectiveness of the plans developed and the plans will be updated, modified, or expanded based on the results of the drills and exercises.

These actions will continue to strengthen local preparedness for public health emergencies.  With Board approval, staff will continue to pursue external funding opportunities to further enhance the County’s preparedness and response efforts.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has provided HIV care and treatment services to persons with HIV and AIDS disease for the past fifteen years.  These services are annually funded by multiple revenue sources, including the federal Ryan White Comprehensive AIDS Resource Emergency (CARE) Act Title I and Title II, through the Federal Health Resources and Services Administration.

The County receives Ryan White CARE Act funding for essential services such as primary care, case management and other support services for HIV/AIDS-impacted persons.  On August 2, 2005 (16), the Board authorized staff to submit applications for the sixteenth year of Title I funding for the period of March 1, 2006 through February 28, 2007, and for the sixteenth year of Title II funding for the period of April 1, 2006 through March 31, 2007.  The application was submitted on September 30, 2005, and the County has not yet been notified about the amount that will be awarded.  Board approval is requested to accept the Year 16 Title I grant amount of up to $10,715,879 and the Title II amount of up to $942,020, totaling $11,657,899.  These amounts represent a ten percent increase above the amounts that were awarded in Year 15, and are the maximum amounts that the County might receive.

Most of the services are provided through contracts with community-based providers, with a limited number of services provided by County staff.  Contracts for three services – HIV/AIDS Coordinated Services Center for Southeast San Diego; Integrated HIV/AIDS Services for Women, Children and Families; and HIV Health Services Planning Council Organizational Support -- are entering their final option years and will expire on February 28, 2007.  Authorization is requested to competitively reprocure these services with new contracts to be effective March 1, 2007.

Staff anticipates that more than one qualified entity will respond to the competitive solicitation for the Southeast San Diego Coordinated Services Center.  However, a Request for Information (RFI) process is recommended to determine whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing the integrated services for women, children and families.  An RFI process is also recommended to determine whether more than one qualified entity is interested in providing the Planning Council support services.   Board authorization is requested for Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and award a sole source contract if only one qualified entity responds to the RFI.

	The Fiscal Year 2005-07 Operational Plan includes costs and revenue of $10,608,029 for this proposal.  The funding sources are federal CARE Act Title I ($9,741,708) and federal CARE Act Title II ($866,321).  Actual award amounts could be up to $10,715,879 for Title I and $942,020 for Title II.  If the amount of funding awarded for Title I and Title II exceeds the amount that is already budgeted, staff will return to the Board to appropriate the additional funds. 	The County owns and operates the La Mesa Branch Library at 8055 University Avenue in La Mesa, identified as County Parcel Number 2005-0190-A.  The library is more than 40 years old and does not adequately meet the needs of the community.  The City of La Mesa wants to acquire the County parcel to accommodate construction of a new police station, which is currently in the planning stage.  In exchange, the City will provide a new interim library facility for County Library operations at no cost to the County.  

On October 18, 2005 (15), the Board of Supervisors approved a Memorandum of Understanding with the City of La Mesa, which describes a conceptual framework for the future transfer of the County parcel to the City.  The City has recently completed environmental review of the project, thereby satisfying one of the conditions of the property transfer.  Acquisition of the County parcel is an integral part of the Police Station project. 

The Board of Supervisors is requested to set a hearing for March 14, 2006 to consider: (1) making a conditional surplus property finding for County Parcel Number 2005-0190-A; (2) approving a Real Property Agreement for the transfer of the County parcel to the City; and (3) authorizing the Director of the Department of General Services to finalize the transfer of the property, after all conditions, including the City’s provision of an interim library facility, have been satisfied.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact in Fiscal Year 2005-06 as a result of this action. The contract purchase price for the two office facilities is $11,435,000, including office furniture, filing systems, and escrow fees of approximately $6,000.  The annual operating costs for each new building are estimated at $108,600 and are included in the Assessor's and Departments' of Environmental Health and Planning and Land Use current budgets.

The Governor’s Fiscal Year 2006-07 budget includes reimbursement funding for counties.  However, the State Legislature has yet to act on the Governor’s proposed budget.  Any reimbursement received from the State will be used to restore the general fund resources and make them available for other uses.

If approved, this request will result in $4,565,000 current year costs, which will be fully offset by unanticipated, over-realized election services revenue and FY 2004-05 General Fund available fund balance.  There is no addition of permanent staff years.

	On February 1, 2006 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the Hearing to February 28, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

The Department of Planning and Land Use is proposing changes that were initiated as a part of the County’s Business Process Reengineering efforts in order to substantially reduce the processing time for discretionary permit applications.  The proposed changes are concerned with improving processing efficiency, not the elimination of land use regulations.  All proposed changes will comply with existing land use regulations.  It is estimated that the proposed project will reduce the current discretionary permit processing time by 35 to 50 percent.  Most of the time savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and Environmental Impact Reports.  The proposal is estimated to reduce the number of review cycles and processing time for a Negative Declaration from an average of 14 months to 9 months and for an Environmental Impact Report from an average of 45 months to 22 months.

To accomplish these reductions, the proposal will modify the County’s procedures for preparing California Environmental Quality Act documents; expand the pre-application process for privately-initiated projects; require the development and maintenance of California Environmental Quality Act standards at the County level, including Guidelines for Determining Significance and report format requirements; modify County Counsel’s role in reviewing Environmental Impact Reports; and change the process for placement on and administration of the County’s California Environmental Quality Act Consultant List.  Implementation of the project will require revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, Board of Supervisors Policy I-119, and other Departmental procedures for discretionary project review.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Department spends an average of 15 staff years, each year, reviewing and commenting on extended studies and Environmental Impact Reports (EIRs).  The proposed project will substantially reduce the number of review cycles and will reduce the amount of time that staff spends reviewing and commenting on environmental studies.

The proposed project is estimated to result in a net labor reduction of 4.5 staff years; however, this reduction will not occur until the project is fully implemented (estimated 2 years).  The staff savings will be redirected to frontline services and utilized to further reduce cycle times.

The implementation and administration of the project will require adequate budgeting to ensure all costs are recovered.  To ensure all costs are recovered there may need to be a future increase in the Department’s overhead costs or hourly rates for processing discretionary project applications.  However, at this time funds for this request are available in the existing budget.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	The proposed project will have a positive impact on the business community by streamlining the permit process for discretionary projects and reducing labor costs.  If approved, this project is estimated to reduce the current discretionary permit processing time by 35 to 50 percent.  Most of the time savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and EIRs.  The project is estimated to reduce processing time for a Negative Declaration from an average of 14 months to 9 months and for an EIR from an average of 45 months to 22 months.

In terms of cost savings, the reduction in processing time will substantially reduce holding costs for private projects subject to the discretionary process.  This will occur because projects are estimated to be processed faster, which will reduce holding costs for private land development, resulting in potentially large savings for the business community.
