	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has identified a 39.44-acre property known as the Mendocino Property in the unincorporated area south of San Marcos which is available to add to the County’s Escondido Creek Preserve.  The Mendocino Property is located north and south of Elfin Forest Road (Thomas Guide: Page 1148, H-2).  The fair market value of the Mendocino Property is $2,300,000, as determined by an independent appraiser.  

The County is partnering with the San Diego Association of Governments through its TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program to purchase the land.  This action requires two steps.  On February 24, 2010, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for March 24, 2010 and provide public notice of the hearing to consider approving the purchase of the Mendocino property.  If the Board takes the action recommended for February 24, 2010, then on March 24, 2010, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the Mendocino Property, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 264-042-87, from Michael F. Garrison and Sjirk W. Zijlstra and related agreements with the San Diego Association of Governments.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  Approval of this request will also authorize a deposit to an interest-bearing trust fund for initial one-time stewardship costs.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds in the amount of $1,220,860 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisition. If approved, this request will result in additional costs and revenue of $1,184,860 based on revenue from the SANDAG TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program (EMP) ($1,150,000) and the AUD Miscellaneous Trust Fund ($34,860), bringing total project costs to $2,405,720.  The funds will be used as follows:  $2,300,000 for the County’s property acquisition cost, plus $6,000 for title and escrow fees, $69,720 for initial stewardship and $30,000 for staff costs and administrative expenses to complete the transaction.  

Total annual ongoing cost for land stewardship, monitoring and adaptive management of the entire 39.44 acres is $5,920.  One-half of the ongoing cost for management, monitoring and adaptive management of 19.72 acres of land ($2,960) will be funded through an interest-bearing endowment in the amount of $98,700 to be established at the close of escrow and administered by SANDAG.  The County will fund the balance of the annual on-going management, monitoring and adaptive management costs ($2,960) in perpetuity.  There will also be an annual cost of $2,248 for Fixed Charge Assessments on the property, including fire protection, water standby and vector control charges.  DPR will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for these ongoing costs.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this proposed purchase.  There will be no change in current year net General Fund costs. >>

3. Approve the Fund Transfer Agreement with San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) for SANDAG’s purchase of a conservation easement over APN              264-042-87 from the County for $1,150,000 and authorize the Director of the Department of General Services to execute two originals of the Fund Transfer Agreement.  

4. Approve the Land Management Agreement with SANDAG which provides terms for cost sharing of stewardship and management of the property and authorize the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation to execute two originals of the Agreement.

5. Authorize the Director of the Department of General Services, or designee, to execute all escrow and related documents necessary to purchase APN 264-042-87, including granting a conservation easement to SANDAG.  

6. Establish appropriations of $1,184,680 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1000012, Multiple Species Conservation Program project, based on unanticipated revenue the SANDAG TransNet Enviromental Mitigation Program ($1,150,000) and the AUD Miscellaneous Trust Fund ($34,860). 	< MacroButton NoMacro Sanitation services are currently provided to more than 120,000 residents by five County sanitation districts and four County sewer maintenance districts.  Each of the five sanitation districts is a separate entity managed by the Board of Supervisors acting as the governing board of the district.  The four sewer maintenance districts are assessment districts managed by the Board of Supervisors on behalf of the County.  The Department of Public Works administers, operates and maintains each district’s sewerage facilities.  

The Department of Public Works investigated the feasibility of combining all nine districts into one.  The investigation concluded that such a reorganization is feasible, and offers numerous benefits including: financial stability and rate stabilization to avoid rate spikes; uniform governance structure; increased flexibility for planning, funding, and implementing capital improvements; timely infrastructure maintenance, repair and replacement capabilities; and a single user rate with standardized levels of service.   

Reorganizations, annexations, dissolutions, consolidations, and other changes of organization of independent sewer districts are subject to the oversight of the Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO).  Changes of organization for sewer maintenance districts are outside the jurisdiction of LAFCO and remain the responsibility of the County.  This is a request to adopt a Resolution of Application to LAFCO on behalf of the Spring Valley Sanitation District to annex all County sanitation districts and sewer maintenance districts into the Spring Valley Sanitation District, to dissolve the remaining sanitation districts and all sewer maintenance districts (with the exception of the Campo Sewer and Water Maintenance District, which will continue to provide water services), to rename the Spring Valley Sanitation District the San Diego County Sanitation District, and to take such action as is necessary to have sewer service in the County provided by a single entity.  This is also a request on behalf of the County of San Diego, Alpine Sanitation District, Julian Sanitation District, Lakeside Sanitation District and Pine Valley Sanitation District to take action in support of this proposal.>>

	<The County’s Transnet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, the half-cent transportation sales tax originally approved by voters in 1987.  Revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, began last Fiscal Year and will continue through 2048.  The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) administers this major transportation funding program.  
The Regional Transportation Improvement Program is updated biannually and subsequently amended on a quarterly basis.  SANDAG Board of Directors adopted the 2008 Regional Transportation Improvement Program update on July 25, 2008, and submitted it to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program.  SANDAG approves the County’s Transnet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects as an element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  SANDAG has asked that local agencies submit amended Transnet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects by March 5, 2010.  SANDAG’s Transportation Committee is scheduled to approve the Regional Transportation Improvement Program amendment on April 16, 2010.  Upon Board approval, the County’s amended Transnet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects will be submitted to SANDAG for approval. 
This is a request to adopt a resolution to amend the County’s Transnet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects to reflect allocation adjustments due to projected TransNet revenue reductions and to allocate funds to projects ready to go to construction.

Based on communications with SANDAG staff, there is a potential for additional State or federal stimulus funding to become available. Inclusion in the Regional Transportation Improvement Program is essential to ensure a local project’s funding eligibility.  This item includes a request to approve and authorize the addition of 11 new potential stimulus projects to the Regional Transportation Improvement Program to position them for funding. >>

Gillespie Field has 17 aviation leases with private businesses covering approximately 96.5 acres of land. Services include flight training, sale and rental of aircraft, aircraft repair and maintenance, and the sale of aircraft parts and equipment.  On December 16, 1997 (14), the Board approved lease amendments to establish a rent schedule setting Gillespie Field Aviation rents through 2010, when rates would again be adjusted.  The County and lessees, working together, negotiated a phased rent schedule that gradually increases rental rates over a nine year period.

Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the respective fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will serve new development.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.

To participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee Program, each fire agency must demonstrate it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  In addition, each participating County Service Area that collects fire mitigation fees is required to update its Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for use of these funds annually.
