	This is an appeal by the applicant of a Planning Commission decision to deny authorization to process a General Plan Amendment pursuant to Board of Supervisors Policy I-63 – General Plan Amendment and Zoning Guidelines.  The applicant proposes to make the following changes to the land use regulations for an area totaling about 163.5 acres located northeasterly of the Ramona Town Center.  The proposal is to change the existing Environmentally Constrained Area Regional Category to Rural Development Area (RDA); the existing (20) General Agriculture Land Use Designation to (18) Multiple Rural Use and the existing zoned 40-acre minimum lot area to 8 acres. The project site is located east of the easterly terminus of Pahl’s Road.

	TRANSFER OF WATERSHED PROTECTION AND STORMWATER MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH TO THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego has a longstanding commitment to the protection of its environmental and watershed resources. This is most recently embodied in the Board of Supervisor’s establishment of Project Clean Water in July 2000, and continued augmentation of its urban runoff (or “stormwater”) management programs. On all fronts, the County’s programs have consistently demonstrated its commitment to excellence on water quality and watershed protection issues.  Through several actions taken by your Board, the County has led the region in adopting Ordinances and Guidelines to ensure that County of San Diego and private sector worksites and projects follow Best Management Practices for watershed protection and stormwater management.

A key feature of these programs is their continuous improvement.  In this spirit, County management has recently reviewed its urban runoff quality programs to identify areas of potential improvement.  Based on this review, it has been concluded that several key functions residing in the Departments of Environmental Health and Public Works should be consolidated at this time.  Currently, the Department of Environmental Health is responsible for directing and overseeing the County’s overall water quality management efforts, including Project Clean Water. Department of Public Works also plays a crucial role in the County’s efforts to manage impacts of urban runoff in its watersheds. The Public Works Department has made many changes in its operations and maintenance programs, and proactively work with developers to reduce water pollution from private development projects. 

Although the watershed protection functions of these Departments were developed separately, they converge in many important respects. Merging these functions in a single department would reduce the potential for redundancy, enhance communication, and realize economies of scale.  This is a proposal to transfer responsibility and authority for the following watershed protection functions from Department of Environmental Health to Department of Public Works: program development and assessment, science and monitoring, compliance and enforcement, and public and employee education. Department of Environmental Health will continue to provide regulatory oversight of commercial and industrial sites as part of its existing inspection programs.  Stormwater inspections and education will be included as part of these enforcement programs.

Board of Supervisors approval is requested to transfer countywide stormwater management functions from the Department of Environmental Health to the Department of Public Works, and transfer twenty-four positions (24 staff years) from the Department of Environmental Health to the Department of Public Works, along with funding allocations for operating the transferred functions.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health and the Land Use and Environment Group.  Funding sources are the County General Fund and Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserves, as well as revenue from Regional Permit copermittee agencies for actions on their behalf as lead agency.  If approved, this action will result in no current year costs. For Fiscal Year 2003-04 this action will result in decrease of approximately $1,661,492 in Salaries and Benefits and $2,024,711 in Services and Supplies, and $829,844 in offsetting revenue from the Department of Environmental Health, and the same amounts increased in the Department of Public Works. 

This action would also result in the Fiscal Year 2003-04 Operational Plan reflecting a decrease of 24 full-time equivalent positions from the Department of Environmental Health and corresponding increase to the Department of Public Works Operational Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	San Pasqual Academy is the County of San Diego’s residential educational campus for foster youth ages 14-18.  The Academy provides foster teens with a stable and caring home, a quality education and preparation for independent living.    

To ensure the Academy’s water supply system is effective, efficient and safe, a study to locate existing water mains and any cross-connections between domestic water and irrigation water main lines is necessary.  Work would also include researching equipment tied to the domestic water lines at the treatment plant site, preparing engineering plans of the existing water supply system, determining reliability of existing pumps and appurtenances, conducting well tests, and preparing and completing a report to recommend solutions to any identified water supply system problems.

This is a request for authorization to utilize the services of a sole source consultant, Martin and Ziemniak, Civil Engineering and Land Surveying Consultants to assist the Department of Public Works in its effort to complete this project for Health and Human Services Agency.  A sole source contract with Martin and Ziemniak is justified because the firm was extensively involved in earlier work at the San Pasqual Academy. Having previously researched the site, the firm is familiar with the site requirements and conditions and has the necessary background, information and records, as well as a broad database to allow project work to start immediately and be completed effectively, without duplicating effort.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Health and Human Services Agency current year Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in current year cost of $106,000, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF CENTRAL AVENUE SEWER IMPROVEMENTS (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace approximately 380 feet of the Central Avenue Sewer near Bonita Road (Thomas Guide page 1310; J-2, 2003 edition) to improve capacity.  Sewer replacement will utilize an underground “pipe bursting” method, which eliminates the necessity of deep trenching across Bonita Road and will reduce impacts to traffic at this busy intersection.  The estimated construction cost of the project has increased from $205,000 to $432,000, due to the complexity of construction and the need for a sewer bypass system to provide continuous service to the residents.  

This is a request to establish additional appropriations of $227,000, and approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bidder of a contract to construct the sewer improvements. Construction is scheduled to begin in July 2003 and be completed in August 2003.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$205,000 in construction funding was approved in the Fiscal Year 2002-03 Spring Valley Sanitation District budget.  The estimated construction cost of the project has increased due to the complexity of using the “pipe bursting” method and the need for a sewer bypass system.  The Spring Valley Sanitation District has sufficient Fund Balance available at this time to cover the $227,000 in increased project cost.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County Department of Public Works has, over the past several years, inventoried and developed a system for evaluating culverts providing drainage beneath County maintained roads.  Staff has determined that 17 street drainage culverts in unincorporated San Diego County should be reconstructed during this year’s summer months. To reconstruct culverts, the County has employed use of a new technology in which a liner is inserted into the culvert, expanded, and hardened in place, in locations where this method is most cost effective and/or preferable for public convenience. Lining has proved to be expedient, cost effective, and minimizes disturbance to traffic. Lining culverts will restore and improve drainage capacity, prevent sinkholes from developing and allow continued safe passage for motorists.

This is a request for approval of advertisement and subsequent award of a construction contract to line 17 culverts. Upon Board approval, the project will be advertised for public bidding and a construction contract will subsequently be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program.  Funding source is Gas Tax.  If approved, this request will result in $186,456 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 15, 2002 (6), the Board approved initiatives to meet the 50% diversion of solid waste required by AB 939 and subsequent legislation. It also authorized Director, Department of Public Works, to identify and submit applications, subject to Board approval of acceptance, for potential funding for recycling and backcountry solid waste-related service enhancements. An important aspect of the County’s recycling plan is to increase reuse of construction and demolition materials.
The California Integrated Waste Management Board has available a California Reuse Assistance Grant to provide initiative and incentives for local public agencies to promote and apply the concept of reusing nonhazardous material(s). The primary purpose of this grant offering is to encourage establishment of tangible, long-term systems, infrastructure, projects, and/or facilities that recover materials for reuse that are otherwise destined for disposal. It is the intent of the Reuse Assistance Grants to increase reuse opportunities and activities to both the commercial and public sectors.  

Staff proposes a two year, $56,250 project to establish a telephone hotline and an on-line referral service, actively link matches between generators of excess construction and demolition materials with people who can use them, and enter both generators and users into the statewide CalMAX database, which provides more potential matches. The grant provides 50% of the project costs.

This is a request to adopt a Resolution authorizing application for, and acceptance of (if awarded), a grant funding allocation from California Integrated Waste Management Board.  The grant amount requested is $37,500, with the County matching with $10,550. The County is partnering with Keep California Beautiful, a non-profit organization, which will provide $8,200 in matching funds. County Recycling Section staff work, estimated at $2,500, is also part of the match for this grant.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Reuse Information Services Program total cost will be $56,250 over a two-year period. County cost will total $48,050. Funding sources are state Reuse Assistant Grants ($37,500) and County non-exclusive solid waste management agreement fees as matching funds ($10,550). Keep California Beautiful, a community partner in this grant, is providing $8,200 in matching funds to be expended directly to the project. If approved, this action will result in no current year costs, and revenue and costs during the next two fiscal years of $24,025 annually.  County staff work valued at $2,500 are also being used as part of the 50% match. This action will require no additional staff years.

	On June 12, 2002 (18), the Board authorized advertisement and award of a construction contract for Taxiway Alpha Relocation at McClellan-Palomar. On December 23, 2002, a construction contract was awarded to Daley Corporation (Daley) totaling $2,230,845 for the Taxiway Alpha Relocation project. 

On February 14, 2003, the Federal Aviation Administration requested that the County add to the contract construction of a holding apron and related work. The Federal Aviation Administration desires to use available funds to accomplish this additional work via the Daly contract to benefit from economies of scale and efficiencies because construction will be concurrent. Completing the additional work will significantly benefit tenants and the airlines. The expanded apron will enhance safety by relieving congestion on existing aprons, and separating larger and smaller aircraft. It will also enhance security by offering a secure new apron and isolation pad. Accepting the Federal Aviation Administration’s offer at this time will enable these benefits to be realized by August 2003, rather than being deferred to a future year, and decrease disruption of airport operations.

Requested action will result in a supplemental agreement with Daley adding funds not to exceed $800,000, budgeted in the current year, to provide additional construction at the same time as the Taxiway Alpha Relocation project, in accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration request. This will bring total construction contract to $3,030,845.

	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2002-03 Airport Enterprise Fund. The funding source is the Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for and accept various grants, and appropriate grant funds that have been previously awarded.  These grant funds will be used for a variety of Department programs and projects.  The grant programs and funding requests are detailed below. 

Arts Learning Program (ratify application)
The National Endowment for the Arts is charged by its enabling legislation to support arts learning for children and youth from the ground up, at every level.  The Community-Based component of the Arts Learning grant program is for arts learning projects outside of the regular school day and year that occur in a variety of settings.  These activities may be offered by arts organizations or by other community-based, non-arts organizations or agencies in partnership with artists and arts groups.  The Arts After School project proposes to provide positive alternative activities by increasing arts programming at two Department of Parks and Recreation operated teen centers.  The centers serve youth ages 10 through 17 in the communities of Lakeside and Spring Valley.  Grant applications for this program were due August 12, 2002 and applicants will be notified of grant awards in April 2003.  The projected total cost for the proposed project is $122,700, of which $59,900 would be provided by the grant.  The grant funds, if awarded, will be supplemented by $62,800 in the form of previously budgeted Department staff and facilities (i.e. rent).  This proposed action will ratify the previously submitted grant application and authorize the acceptance of grant funds if they are awarded.

California Nutrition Network Program (ratify application and accept awarded funds)

On June 27, 2002, the Department of Parks and Recreation requested funding in the amount $69,415, from the California Department of Health Services, Nutrition Network for Healthy Active Families through their Local Incentive Award Program, to deliver nutrition education and physical activity promotion to low income families in the community of Spring Valley.  The Nutrition Network is a social marketing campaign administered by the Cancer Prevention and Nutrition Section within the California Department of Health Services.  The mission of the Cancer Prevention and Nutrition Section is to increase healthy eating, physical activity, sun safety, and other protective behaviors, while improving the health of all Californians.  On January 16, 2003 the Department was notified of the grant award.

The proposed project consists of the development of a curriculum for community and school site service providers to integrate nutrition education with physical activity opportunities for all youth, including youth with special needs.  The project targets 3,008 elementary, middle and high school students in the Spring Valley community, of which 1,990 are enrolled in the Free or Reduced Price Meal Program.  The requested action will approve the establishment of appropriations in the amount of $17,427 in the Department of Parks and Recreation to implement the project in Fiscal Year 2002-2003.  Remaining awarded funds in the amount of $51,988 will be budgeted in the Department’s Fiscal Year 2003-2004 budget to fund the program for the remainder of the grant cycle. 

Save America’s Treasures Program (authorize application) 

The Save America’s Treasures grants are managed by the National Park Service, Department of the Interior and are available for preservation work on nationally significant historic structures.  The Warner Ranch House and Barn Restoration Project on San Felipe Road (County Road S2) in the Lake Henshaw area is a joint project of the Department of Parks and Recreation and the Vista Irrigation District.  This grant requires an equal match which will be provided by a $150,000 grant from a State of California, California Heritage Fund grant, and the Vista Irrigation District will be responsible for a $100,000 cash and/or in-kind contribution.  The County has previously entered into a Joint Powers Agreement assigning all restoration responsibilities to the Vista Irrigation District for any grant funds received by the County for this project.  This action does not authorize the use of County funds for this project.  Applications for the 2003 funding cycle are due March 20, 2003.  This proposed action will approve a resolution authorizing an application by the Department of Parks and Recreation for a Save America’s Treasures grant in the amount of $250,000.

Conservation Assessment Program (ratify application)
The Conservation Assessment Program provides eligible museums with funding for a general conservation survey of historic facilities and artifacts.  The Conservation Assessment Program funds a two-day site visit by conservation professionals to perform the assessment of historic artifacts and structures.  Reports provided to the agency operating the museum will contain conservation, display, and revenue recommendations.  The Rancho Guajome Adobe is a fully restored nineteenth-century adobe ranch house located in Vista and operated by the Department of Parks and Recreation.  A conservation assessment is needed to facilitate the preservation of the structure and the conservation and display of the artifacts.  The Conservation Assessment grant amount is approximately $8,000 and requires a grant match of approximately $800 which will be provided by Department of Parks and Recreation Grant Match General Funds if the grant is awarded.  This proposed action will ratify the application submitted on November 21, 2002, and will authorize the acceptance of grant funds, if awarded.

	Grant Applications (Unfunded)

The proposed actions will authorize the submittal of competitive grant applications requesting a total of $317,900 in state and federal grant funds.  If the applications are approved, the Department will return to the Board to appropriate the awarded grant funds and any required matching funds, or budget the funds in the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 budget.  There is no match requirement for the Arts Learning grant program, however, if grant funds are awarded, the Department plans to contribute a match of $62,800 in the form of previously budgeted Department staff and facilities.  The Save America’s Treasures program requires an equal match of non-federal funds which, if awarded, will be provided by $150,000 in previously awarded California Heritage grant funds and  $100,000 from the Vista Irrigation District.  The Conservation Assessment Program requires a match of approximately $800 which, if awarded, will be provided by Department of Parks and Recreation Grant Match General Funds.

Awarded Application (Funded)

In addition, the proposed action will result in the appropriation of $17,427 in previously awarded grant funds received from the California Nutrition Network Program.  If approved, this request will result in $17,427 current year cost and revenue, $51,988 cost and revenue in Fiscal Year 2003-2004, and will require the addition of no staff years.  A portion of the funding will be used to offset existing budgeted seasonal staff costs to operate the program.  This program requires a 50% match of physical activity and nutrition education services currently provided by the Department in partnership with the La Mesa-Spring Valley School District.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will provide in-kind services consisting of existing budgeted staff time and contracted services in the amount of $34,590.  In addition, the La Mesa-Spring Valley School District will provide in-kind services in the form of staff time in the amount of $124,156.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.
