	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Feral pigs are not native to the San Diego region.  It is believed that feral pigs were released into the San Diego River Watershed (SDRW) approximately four years ago.  Currently it is estimated that there are at least 150 feral pigs in the backcountry, mostly along the SDRW and on lands owned and managed by the Cleveland National Forest, California State Parks, City of San Diego Public Utilities District and the Barona and Viejas tribal reservations.
Local feral pig populations have and will likely continue to vastly proliferate and expand their range by moving up the tributaries of the San Diego River Watershed. More alarming is that feral pigs can be problematic in several ways.  They compete with native species and transmit diseases.  In addition, as they   create wallows and root for food, they cause considerable damage to property, agricultural lands and the natural environment.  
In 2010, the Feral Pig Working Group was formed and tasked to explore effective measures that would reduce the spread of feral pigs in San Diego County.  Today’s item would allow the Feral Pig Working Group to give a presentation highlighting the feral pig problem in our region and provide potential strategies to address this pressing issue. The requested Major Use Permit Modification would authorize the expansion from 13 to 52 clients and from 8 to 25 employees.  The project would increase the total square footage of buildings from 13,040 to 36,292.  A new entry gate and monument structure, added parking, a relocated main driveway, and a private on-site wastewater treatment plant are also proposed.  The 25-acre project site is located a 16585 Highland Valley Road in the unincorporated community of Ramona (2012 Thomas Guide Page 1051, F1). This agreement was amended on May 8, 2002 (9), extending the term an additional five year performance period.  The agreement was most recently amended on April 25, 2007(8) extending the term for another five year period.
This is a request for the Board of Supervisors to approve an amended agreement between the County of San Diego and the San Diego Data Processing Corporation for an additional one year period for the performance of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) services to County departments, which are currently provided by the existing Agreement. 	< MacroButton NoMacro The Bear Valley Parkway North Widening project will relieve traffic congestion by widening a one-mile segment of Bear Valley Parkway, between State Route 78 and Boyle Avenue in the unincorporated area of Escondido (2010 Thomas Guide, page 1130-D3, D4).  Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from 50 properties within the project area.  To date, 41 of the 50 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County. Of these, 14 contracts were previously approved by your Board and 25 contracts, which were for less than $150,000 each, were approved by the Director of General Services pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code which authorizes such approvals.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The 8,500 acre Otay Valley Regional Park (OVRP) and Open Space Preserve is located in southern San Diego County (2012 Thomas Guide page 1330, C6-7).  The OVRP’s multi-use trail network spans two municipalities, managed under a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement with the County of San Diego and the cities of Chula Vista and San Diego.  The County owns and manages a 46 acre parcel of land in the OVRP along Palm Avenue on which a wildlife corridor exists that parallels the southern edge of the Otay River.  
The San Diego Foundation, a nonprofit organization, has donated $57,300 for the construction of a one-quarter mile trail segment which will provide access to OVRP from Palm Avenue.  The proposed trail segment will connect the communities of Otay and Nestor to the existing 8.3 miles of OVRP’s Multi-Use Trail network.  Construction will include lodge-pole fencing, landscaping and enhancement of the existing riparian habitat within the Multiple Species Habitat Restoration Area. 
Today’s request is to accept the donation in the amount of $57,300 from The San Diego Foundation.  In addition, today’s request will establish appropriations of $96,594 based on The San Diego Foundation donation of $57,300 and General Fund of $39,294 to construct the OVRP Palm Avenue Multi-Use Trail Segment. The Traffic Advisory Committee meets every six weeks to review proposed additions, deletions or changes to regulatory traffic controls. Six items were on the Committee's December 16, 2011 meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on all six items.
This action requires two steps. On February 29, 2012, the Board will consider six Traffic Advisory Committee items. If the Board takes action on February 29, 2012, then on March 14, 2012, a second reading of an Ordinance adding Section 72.173.11.1.,  amending Sections 72.123.11. and 72.173.81. (pertaining to Item 2-C), of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances is necessary to implement the Board’s direction.
On Wednesday, January 25, 2012 (5), the Board considered the Traffic Advisory Committee’s recommendation not to establish a parking prohibition along Calle Los Arboles (Item 2-D). After considering the matter, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to install a 100 foot red curb along Calle Los Arboles, north side, at the Ranchwood Drive intersection (Action Item 5.3 page 3) and consider other locations in that area where a similar condition could develop. This item includes a recommendation (No. 6) to adopt the resolution to formalize and enact this Board direction.  Upon further inspection, staff completed a review of the one other intersection on Calle Los Arboles and determined that parking demand and operating conditions are different. 	<On February 29, 2012 (13), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinances for further consideration and adoption on March 14, 2012.

The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures (AWM) ensures a fair marketplace for consumers and businesses in San Diego County by verifying products are sold by accurate weights, measures, and prices.   Commercial scales, meters, and point-of-sale (POS) systems are registered, inspected, and tested.  When a business pays registration fees, AWM mails either a certificate or permit, which must then be posted by the business.
County Code makes it unlawful for a person to use these commercial instruments without a valid permit or certificate.  This requested action is to amend the San Diego County Code (Title 2) in two chapters by removing the requirement to obtain and post a certificate or permit.  Instead, a person using a scale, meter, or POS system would only be required to register annually with the county sealer. This will allow AWM customers to be in compliance with the registration requirements the moment the County processes its registration application and payment.  When a device is found to be correct, a weights and measures seal, indicating the date of inspection, is placed on the device so as to provide optimum visibility to the customer, showing that the weight, measure, or instrument was inspected and in proper working condition.  The seal is widely recognized by the public as the way to know if the Sealer of Weights and Measures has certified a device.   This proposal will also allow AWM to save time and resources in the printing and mailing of thousands of certificates and permits annually.  Additionally, the proposed action includes language to clarify the payment of registration fees and late penalties. This will not increase costs to customers.>>
