	ALPINE SANITATION DISTRICT APPROPRIATIONS FOR GALLOWAY PUMP STATION IMPROVEMENTS AND FORCE MAIN REPLACEMENT PROJECTS (DISTRICT 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Galloway Pump Station Improvements project is 35% complete; the Force Main Replacement Project is 100% complete. However, a budgeting error resulted in $1,468,734 being budgeted in a wrong line item in the Sanitation District budget, placing it in Services and Supplies.

This request is to authorize transfer of appropriations in the amount of $1,468,734 within the Alpine Sanitation District from Services and Supplies to Capital Improvement Project accounts. This transfer will facilitate payment of construction costs and allow fixed assets to accrue in the correct accounts according to Generally Accepted Accounting Principals and County guidelines.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request transfers existing appropriations in the amount of $1,468,734 from Services and Supplies to Capital Asset Accounts for fiscal year 2005-06 project cost of $2,561,500. The funding source is Alpine Sanitation District Fund Balance that is already budgeted. If approved, this action will result in no additional current year costs, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years. There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.
