	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<Ozone is a widespread ground-level air pollutant, and reducing emissions that form ozone is required by State law.  The Regional Air Quality Strategy first adopted by the Air Pollution Control Board on June 30, 1992 (APCB #1) identifies feasible control measures to reduce ozone-forming emissions from stationary sources, such as industrial operations and manufacturing facilities.  Individual measures in the Regional Air Quality Strategy are then developed into proposed rules and considered by the Air Pollution Control Board prior to implementation.  New measures are periodically added to the Regional Air Quality Strategy as they become feasible, considering available technology, costs and benefits.
Adoption of the 2009 Regional Air Quality Strategy Revision is requested to incorporate seven additional control measures.  Over the next two years, the measures will be further developed into a proposed rule or rule amendment for Board consideration.  Each measure is already being implemented in one or more California air districts and the requisite technologies are considered available and cost-effective.  

During future rule development, each measure will be further evaluated to confirm feasibility for local sources in San Diego County.  The additional measures are:  (1) Automotive Refinishing; (2) Architectural Coatings; (3) Solvent Wipe Cleaning; (4) Stationary Combustion Turbines; (5) Small Boilers; (6) Medium Boilers; and (7) Residential Water Heaters.  When developed into rules and implemented, collectively these measures will reduce ozone-forming emissions by five tons per day.>>

	<The recommended actions will have no fiscal impact on the Air Pollution Control District.  The measures will be implemented using existing staffing and funding identified in the Fiscal Year 2008-2010 Operational Plan.>>

	<BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:>>

	<State law requires the Regional Air Quality Strategy to include every feasible control measure on stationary sources.  This proposal will affect some businesses by committing the Air Pollution Control District to implement feasible emission controls.  Specific impacts will be addressed when proposed rules are developed to implement individual measures.  The Air Pollution Control District will work with affected industry groups to ensure each proposed rule is feasible and cost effective.>>

	<CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Addendum to the previously certified Final Environmental Impact Report for the Regional Air Quality Strategy, SCH No. 91061009, was completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, and that the Addendum reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Air Pollution Control Board.
2. Find that the currently proposed action is within the scope of the certified Environmental Impact Report, that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is to be undertaken that would result in significant environmental impacts which were not considered in the certified Environmental Impact Report, that there are no substantial increases in the severity of any previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the Environmental Impact Report was prepared; therefore, no additional environmental review or findings are necessary under California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines Section 15162.

3. Adopt the resolution entitled:  Resolution Adopting the 2009 Regional Air Quality Strategy Revision and Making Relevant Findings.  The resolution certifies the Revision is a cost-effective strategy and that the Board has adopted or scheduled for adoption every feasible control measure.  It also finds that the repealed State emission offset requirements remain unnecessary in San Diego County.

4. Direct the Air Pollution Control Officer to forward the 2009 Regional Air Quality Strategy Revision to the California Air Resources Board for approval.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Land Use and Environment Group, as part of a comprehensive business process reengineering effort throughout its departments, is developing and implementing an enterprise-wide Business Case Management System (BCMS) to transform current business processes.  The BCMS will replace all current inspection, permitting, and asset management systems and integrate with County accounting systems, which will result in improved customer service and streamlined processes. 
To achieve the project vision, the Air Pollution Control District processes must be modified and best practices must be adopted to leverage BCMS efficiencies.  As such, this is a request to establish a trust fund for the Air Quality Time and Materials application fees. 
Approval of this request will authorize the creation of a separate fund for the Time and Materials application fees, which will allow for real-time accounting of fees received with the labor hours and materials provided to the applicant for an Air Pollution Control District permit.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved, the request to establish a separate trust fund will not have a fiscal impact on the Air Pollution Control District.  Based on historical information, the annual revenue for Time and Materials application fees is approximately $1,719,000 with anticipated annual interest earnings of at least $17,190.>>

	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro This is a request to amend the June 25, 2008 (APCB #1) Board approved Memorandum of Agreement between the Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District implementing the State Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program.  The Memorandum of Agreement was based on the expected availability of State funds from Proposition 1B; however on December 23, 2008, the State temporarily suspended funding for Proposition 1B due to State budget constraints.  

Approval of this request will allow the use of the San Diego Unified Port District matching funds for projects in the absence of Proposition 1B funds.  The proposed amendment between the Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District will allow the use of the funds for projects other than State Goods Movement Emission Reduction projects.  Such projects will retrofit or replace heavy-duty diesel trucks and will achieve the early emission reductions originally planned under the currently unfunded Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program.

This is also a request to establish appropriations for the additional revenue of $550,000 from the San Diego Unified Port District.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are partially included in the Fiscal Year 2008-09 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in revenue and cost increases of $550,000 in the Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Match Fund (San Diego Unified Port District funds).  The funding source will be Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Match funds.  The Memorandum of Agreement with the San Diego Unified Port District allows for up to $75,000 in administrative costs for Fiscal Year 2008-09 and an additional amount up to $50,000 of administrative costs for subsequent completed projects.  This request will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund costs.>>

5. Approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute the First Amendment to the June 25, 2008, Board approved Memorandum of Agreement between the San Diego Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District.

6. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to amend the Memorandum of Agreement between the San Diego Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District as necessary to ensure appropriate use of San Diego Unified Port District matching funds.

7. Establish appropriations of $550,000 in the Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Match Fund to retrofit or replace heavy-duty trucks serving the        San Diego Unified Port District ($500,000) and for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($50,000) based on unanticipated revenue from Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Match Funds.  (4 VOTES)
8. Establish appropriations of $50,000 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for administration of Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program based on an operating transfer from the Air Quality Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Match Fund.  (4 VOTES)

9. In accordance with Section 401, et seq, of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to award contracts for the approved non-State Goods Movement Emission Reduction projects, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to the approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.>>
