	OVERVIEW:

	
	This annual County of San Diego Consortium Consolidated Funding Plan is the culmination of community meetings held throughout the County to solicit proposals for revitalization of qualified communities and development of affordable housing for lower income residents.  On March 16, 2004 (1), the Board of Supervisors conducted a public hearing on the Draft County Consortium 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan for Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships, Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS programs, and approved the Plan, in principle.  In addition, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development recently established the American Dream Downpayment Initiative, a downpayment assistance component of the HOME Investment Partnerships Program that will provide additional funds from the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 federal budget for use in FY 2004-2005.  This Board letter also includes staff responses to referrals from the Board of Supervisors during the March 16, 2004, public hearing.  

The four federal programs will provide $13,561,108 in Annual Plan funds, plus $1,855,000 in estimated FY 2004-2005 Program Income, primarily from loan repayment proceeds, providing a total of $15,416,108 for community revitalization and affordable housing that benefits low income residents and persons with special needs.  

The proposed recommendations will accomplish three objectives: first, approve the County Consortium 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan for submittal to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development; second, reallocate $595,213 from previous year budgets for additional funding of five Community Development Block Grant projects; and finally, allocate $745,057 from previous year budgets for three city HOME Investment Partnerships projects. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request in the amount of $15,416,108 will be included in the FY 2004-2005 CAO Proposed Operational Plan.  The funding sources are Community Development Block Grant ($5,712,000), HOME Investment Partnerships ($4,478,424) and American Dream Downpayment Initiative (2003-2004: $217,053; 2004-2005: $256,129), Emergency Shelter Grant ($214,502), and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS ($2,683,000) programs, and expected Program Income from the Community Development Block Grant Program ($1,300,000) and HOME Investment Partnerships Program ($555,000).  If approved, this request will also result in expenditure of $595,213 in prior year CDBG funds and $745,057 in prior year HOME funds, and $15,416,108 in FY 2004-2005 Annual Plan funds, and will require the addition of no staff years.  There is no General Fund cost.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	If approved, these recommendations will have a positive impact on the business community.  Most of the recommended projects include construction that will be implemented by private construction firms selected through a competitive bid process.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. Approve for submittal to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development the attached County Consortium 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS programs.

2. Adopt the Resolution certifying compliance with the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and authorizing transmittal of the 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.

3. Authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute Certification forms required by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for the FY 2004-2005 Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 American Dream Downpayment Initiative), and Emergency Shelter Grant programs, and other relevant documents on behalf of the San Diego County Consortium.

4. Approve and authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute FY 2004-2005 Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 American Dream Downpayment Initiative), and Emergency Shelter Grant agreements, between the County of San Diego and U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, when received.

5. Approve and authorize reallocation of $595,213 in Community Development Block Grant funds to following five projects: 

Fallbrook Mental Health Services Building Expansion ($175,938); Ramona Senior Center Improvements Supplement ($60,000); Spring Valley Teen Center Supplement ($170,000); Santa Ysabel Intermountain Fire Station Supplement ($139,275); and City/County Reinvestment Task Force Supplement ($50,000);

 from the following previous year Community Development Block Grant projects: 

Fallbrook Family Resource Center ($175,938) – cancelled; Ramona Senior Center Predevelopment/Acquisition ($70,000) – cancelled; Felicita Park Museum Americans with Disabilities Act Improvements ($19,724) – completed; Shelter Valley Community Center Expansion ($30,000) – cancelled; Lake Morena Water Systems Improvements ($7,507) – completed; and Housing Development Funds - $292,044.

6. Approve and authorize the allocation of $306,859 in 2003-2004 City of Carlsbad HOME Investment Partnerships funds to the Solutions Family Center and increase the allocation by $80,141, based on program revenue received from the Carlsbad Residential Rehabilitation program, for a total allocation of $387,000.

7. Approve and authorize the allocation of $129,098 in 2003-2004 City of Santee HOME Investment Partnerships funds to the Santee First Time Homebuyer Program.

8. Approve and authorize the allocation of $228,959 in 2003-2004 City of La Mesa HOME Investment Partnerships funds to the La Mesa Downpayment and Closing Costs Assistance Program, contingent upon final approval by the La Mesa City Council.

9. Authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute all necessary documents for the submittal and/or regulatory processing and implementation of the San Diego County 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the 2003-2004 and 2004-2005 American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS programs, and recommended projects described in Recommendations #5, #6,  #7, and #8.

10. Authorize the publication of any required "Notices to the Public of Request for the Release of Funds" for previously approved projects, recommended projects in the 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan, and projects described in Recommendations #5, #6, #7, and #8; authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute Requests for Release of Funds; and direct staff to transmit these requests to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development upon completion of any mandatory waiting period.

11. Authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, in      consultation with County Counsel, to negotiate and award contracts, or contract amendments, to recipients of the recommended projects in the 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan and in Recommendations #5, #6, #7, and #8 following the completion of environmental processing and U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development release of funds, if applicable.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Supervisor Greg Cox’s recommendation, on December 3, 2002 (13) was adopted by the Board approving negotiation of a ground lease with the City of Chula Vista for construction of a new Bonita Sunnyside branch of the County Library.  On March 11, 2003 (5) the Board approved a Letter of Intent with the City of Chula Vista for a future ground lease agreement.  The new library will be located on a vacant City-owned site in the 4400 block of Bonita Road, adjacent to the Chula Vista Golf Course.  The Board has also authorized a museum and cultural center, approved as part of the project on June 17, 2003 (12).  This branch library is part of the Five-Year Library Facility Capital Improvement Plan.

The Bonita-Sunnyside Library and Museum Project includes an 8,000 square foot County library, a 2,000 square foot community space, and a 4,400 square foot Bonita Museum and Cultural Center in two buildings on a parcel leased from the City of Chula Vista. On December 9, 2003 (4), the Board approved the ground lease agreement for the Library and Museum site. Supervisor Cox’s initiatives were also approved by the Board of Supervisors on February 24, 2004  (1) to allocate Community project funds, and March 16, 2004 (3) to accept community donations for the combined Library and Museum project.    

The proposed Board actions will authorize the award of construction contracts through the Department of Purchasing and Contracting for the Library and Museum construction, with the Director of General Services as the County Officer responsible for administering the awarded construction contracts.  A portion of the project is site grading and construction of parking lots and access roads with a signalized intersection on the property retained by the City of Chula Vista.  This work is funded by the City.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding has already been budgeted and allocated for the Library and Museum projects. If approved, this proposal will result in a projected cost of $5,397,450 in fiscal year 2004-05. Estimated costs ($550,000) for the off site parking lot and street construction are budgeted in a separate account and will be offset by project revenue provided by the City of Chula Vista. Total project cost is $5,947,450.  There will be no cost to the General Fund and no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Expenditures for this project will create private sector jobs and economic opportunities in the County of San Diego.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:
1. Find that the Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) for the Bonita-Sunnyside Library and Museum project is on file with the Department of General Services and was prepared in compliance with CEQA and the State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision-making body reviewed and considered the information contained therein before approving the project, and that the MND reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors; and find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted MND, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the MND was prepared.

2. Amend the fiscal year 2004-05 Department of General Services Major Maintenance ISF spending plan in the amount of $550,000 to provide funding for parking lot and street improvements based on revenues from the City of Chula Vista. 

3. Authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to take    any action authorized by Article XXIII, Section 401 et seq of the Administrative Code, with respect to contracting for the public works projects at the Bonita – Sunnyside Library and Museum and Cultural Center, and off-site improvements.

4. Designate the Director of General Services as the County Officer responsible for administering the awarded construction contracts.

	On April 6, 2004 (4), the Board of Supervisors adopted Resolution No. 04-50, entitled:  RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO SELL REAL PROPERTY AND NOTICE INVITING BIDS (DEFERRED PAYMENT TERMS), setting Hearing for May 4, 2004 at 9:00 a.m.

The County of San Diego owns a 26,966 square-foot parcel in the 9000 block of Los Coches Road, in the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide page 1132-C6), that was acquired in 1932 as a site to mine sand and gravel and is now considered to be excess to County needs.  The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus and be offered for sale to the highest bidder.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, and if an all-cash sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $80,000 in current revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund and no annual revenue.  Alternatively, if a terms sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $16,000 in current-year revenue,  $5,760 in annual interest-payment revenue for a period of up to five years, and the pay-off of the principal balance of approximately $64,000 at the end of five years or less. There are no additional staff years associated with this request.

	DOMESTIC VIOLENCE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND COMPETITIVE REPROCUREMENT OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE SERVICES (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Domestic violence is a serious problem in San Diego, County, affecting more than 5,500 families annually and often resulting in injury or death.  The Board of Supervisors has recognized the extent, severity and consequences of the problem, and has taken a variety of actions in recent years to address domestic violence issues.  

As part of its continuing focus on domestic violence, on November 5, 2003, (1) at the recommendation of Supervisor Slater-Price and Sheriff Kolender, the Board directed staff to develop, in collaboration with the domestic violence community, a comprehensive countywide plan that identifies existing domestic violence resources available to victims and their families, identifies gaps in the current domestic violence safety net, and proposes recommendations to address the gaps.  

Today’s item presents the Countywide Domestic Violence Comprehensive Plan, prepared by the Health and Human Services Agency in response to the Board’s directive.  The Comprehensive Plan reflects findings developed through a comprehensive planning process conducted by the Agency.  The planning process included a series of focus groups and interviews with victims affected by domestic violence, as well as detailed input from the domestic violence prevention community, including law enforcement agencies.  The plan contains detailed maps identifying locations of resources and domestic violence incidents throughout San Diego County.  The mapping effort was an essential part of identifying existing needs and service gaps.  

Board action is requested to receive the Comprehensive Plan, authorize the competitive reprocurement of domestic violence services based on the findings in the Comprehensive Plan, and authorize the extension of eight existing domestic violence service contracts to ensure there is no gap in services pending completion of the competitive procurement process.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	The Family to Family Initiative was designed in 1992 by the Annie E. Casey Foundation.    The framework for the Initiative is grounded in the belief that reforms in family foster care must be focused on a more family-centered, neighborhood-based approach, which is aligned with San Diego County’s commitment to providing safe and supportive quality care for at-risk children within each community.  In January 2001, the County of San Diego Child Welfare Services began transitioning to a Family to Family model for its foster care program in concert with Board goals.  The Family to Family program strategies have expanded the HHSA regional recruitment of foster homes, strengthened and established more community partnerships, and have assisted in the process of family team decision making in the community. 

The Annie E. Casey Foundation is offering a three year grant of $100,000 per year to further implement the Family to Family program strategies.
