	CERTIFICATION OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT FOR THE COUNTY ADMINISTRATION CENTER (CAC) WATERFRONT PARK (DISTRICT: 1) 



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 4, 2001 (12), the Board approved the design contract and funding for the Waterfront Park Master Plan and execution of the Declaration of Official Intent to issue project financing bonds.  On June 18, 2002 (18), on motion of Supervisors Roberts and Cox, the Board approved the County Administration Center (CAC) Waterfront Park Master Plan. On July 30, 2002 (7), Supervisor Cox and Supervisor Roberts recommended and the Board approved funding for preparation of the architectural design, construction documents and environmental studies for the CAC Waterfront Park. The Master Plan provides the design program for delineation of the proposed Park design and underground parking surrounding the CAC. The design is the basis of assessment documented in the Environmental Impact Report (EIR).

Today’s action requests the Board to certify the Final Environmental Impact Report which will allow the project to proceed with review by the California Coastal Commission for Coastal Development Permit entitlement of the CAC Waterfront Park project.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in no additional staff years and no future costs. All required funding for the environmental impact report preparation for the project was approved by prior Board action on July 30, 2002 (7). 

The total cost of the park could approach $34 million. Included in this total are: (1) previously approved design and EIR preparation funding of $2,900,000; (2) Master

Plan efforts to date of $894,000; and (3) an estimated project construction and management cost of $30,200,000, which will require future appropriation by the Board of Supervisors. Project expenditures to date for master planning, 70% completion design documents and a complete EIR totals $2,268,000.

	PROPOSITION 14 GRANT ACCEPTANCE FOR A NEW JULIAN LIBRARY AND AWARD OF A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT (DISTRICT: 2)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 7, 2000, the voters of California approved the California Reading and Literacy Improvement and Public Library Construction and Renovation Bond Act of 2000 (Proposition 14).  The Bond Act provides $350 million in matching funds to build and renovate public libraries throughout California. On July 31, 2001 (16), the Board of Supervisors authorized County staff to develop Proposition 14 applications for new, replacement libraries in Campo-Morena Village, Fallbrook and Julian and to work with the cities of Encinitas, La Mesa, Lemon Grove and Santee to develop operating agreements to support those cities’ applications. The first application cycle deadline was June 14, 2002.  In a letter dated December 20, 2002, the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors was notified that the Julian Library project had been awarded California Public Library Construction and Renovation Bon Act Grant Award No. 1046.

Today’s actions request acceptance of Bond Act Grant Award No. 1046 in the amount of $2,490,634 for a new, replacement library in the community of Julian and authorizes the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign the Grant Agreement Between the California State Library and the County of San Diego, plus approves proceeding with the solicitation of bids and award of a construction contract to the successful bidder for the Julian Library.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This proposal will result in additional costs of $2,490,634, which will be expended over three fiscal years, 2002-03, 2003-04 and 2004-05, based on a grant award from the California Reading and Literacy Improvement and Public Library Construction and Renovation Bond Act of 2000.  The grant funds 65% of the total project cost.  The 35% match requirement has been met by $805,882 previously authorized in the project from Community Development Block Grant, Library Fund, District 2 Community Projects, and private donations, plus the value of the land donated by the Julian Union High School District.  Ineligible costs of $67,000, plus startup and operational costs are 100% funded by the Library Fund.  Additional 1.50 staff years are required for this proposal.  Staff years and operational costs are included in the Library Plan of Service, approved by the Board of Supervisors April 4, 2000 (3).  Staffing and operating costs will be provided during County budget review for the year the new library becomes operational.

2. Authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign the Grant Agreement Between the California State Library and the County of San Diego for a new, replacement library in the community of Julian.

3. Establish appropriations of $2,279,634 in the Library Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project KL2981, Julian Library, based on unanticipated revenue from Proposition 14 Grant Funds – Award No. 1046.  (4 VOTES)

4. Authorizes establishing appropriations in the County Library Fund in FY 2003-04 in the amount of $211,000 for minor equipment related to capital project KL2981, based on Proposition 14 Grant 1046. 

5. Authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to take any action authorized by Article XXIII, Section 401(b) of the Administrative Code, with respect to contracting for the public works project, Julian Library, subject to final approval by the State Architect and the State Library Bond Board.

	CHILD ASSESSMENT NETWORK NORTH  (DISTRICT: 2,3,5)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Supervisor Horn Board letter adopted September 12, 2000 (11).

In August 2000, Health and Human Services Agency staff in the North Coastal and North Inland Regions, in collaboration with community partners, developed the Child Assessment Network – North (CANN) to reduce a service gap for abused, neglected and abandoned North County children taken into protective custody.  On September 12, 2000 (11), at the recommendation of Supervisor Bill Horn, the Board of Supervisors directed staff to implement CANN as a pilot project.  On September 19, 2001 (1), the Board reviewed the progress of the pilot and directed staff to identify funds to sustain and expand CANN.  On December 11, 2001 (8), the Board received the final report for the CANN pilot and authorized the procurement of a contract for CANN.  As a result of the competitive procurement, the contract was awarded to Casa de Amparo effective July 1, 2002 through June 30, 2003.

From its beginning in November 2000 to December 31, 2002, 1,034 children have been assessed at CANN.  During the first year of operation, CANN diverted 71% of the children from the Polinsky Children’s Center.  In the first six months of the contract, July 1, 2002 through December 31, 2002, the percentage of children diverted has increased to 86%.  Although the CANN program has been a success, Health and Human Services Agency staff has sought more economical and innovative ways to continue the CANN program.  Today’s item presents recommendations for the restructuring of CANN to lower the operating costs through performance-based contracting while maintaining the integrity of the program.  In addition, this item presents an update on the Health and Human Services Agency’s East Region Way Station Pilot, which was established to provide short-term placements in a home-like environment for abused and neglected children from the East Region, as an alternative to bringing children to the Polinsky Children’s Center, until a longer-term placement is found with a relative or in East County.

This item supports the County’s Strategic Initiative to improve opportunities for children, by helping to ensure that children are cared for and protected.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the FY 2003-04 Approved Operational Plan.  If approved this request will result in costs of $250,000, intergovernmental revenues of $175,000 and general purpose revenues of $75,000 for FY 03-04 and subsequent years.  The funding source is Child Welfare Services. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years required.

In accordance with Section 401, Article XXIII of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue a competitive solicitation for the Child Assessment Network – North, and, upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for a term of one year, with 4 option years and up to an additional six months if needed, and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director of the Health and Human Services Agency.

	County Administrative Code Section 66 (Acceptance of Gifts) and Board Policy A-112 (Acceptance of Gifts and Donations) require Board approval for the acceptance of gifts and donations over $5,000.  The Health and Human Services Agency periodically receives cash gifts and in-kind donations worth $5,000 or more to benefit resident children at the A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center, the County-operated emergency shelter care facility for abused, neglected, and abandoned children.  The Board last accepted 25 donations valued at $839,580.94 on July 30, 2002 (2).   Board action is requested today to accept cash and in-kind donations, totaling $107,758 for the benefit of children at the A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center.

	EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS UPDATE (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This report is provided to update your Board on recent actions across the County organization that implement Board direction and demonstrate our vigilance and state of preparedness for disasters, whether natural or man-made.  Led by Supervisor Ron Roberts, your Board has put a top priority on ensuring that the San Diego region is as prepared as possible for bioterrorism and other disasters.  Chairman Greg Cox’s State of the County Address on February 5, 2003 reaffirmed the County’s commitment to protecting the public in the event of disaster.  

Under guidance of the region’s chief law enforcement officer, Sheriff Bill Kolender, the County has worked in partnership with the Federal, State and local law enforcement agencies to form several coordinating bodies, including an Early Warning Group.  Together, public safety agencies are working to ensure that we are prepared for threats in our communities and along our borders.

The County’s Office of Emergency Services has also worked closely with First Responders throughout the region to assess regional communication, detection and personnel protection needs.  Your Board has approved several well-coordinated and competitive grant proposals and additional proposals will follow in an effort to supplement existing resources and address our strategic preparedness needs.

The County Health and Human Services Agency’s Public Health Services division has launched a comprehensive bioterrorism preparedness program, including disaster drills and educational programs.  Their efforts incorporate recent technological advances in expedited disease surveillance and epidemiological management tools.

Other County departments, including the Department of Environmental Health, are also involved in ensuring a comprehensive and coordinated response capability. 

The County is committed to continue efforts, at all levels and disciplines of County government, to identify needs and deploy resources to safeguard the security of our region.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 14, 2003 your Board authorized the Office of Emergency Services to apply for a grant from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services to provide funding for equipment for terrorism preparedness. The County of San Diego has been awarded $711,760. This is a request to accept and appropriate these funds to be used by the County, the incorporated cities and any special districts with a role in response to a terrorist attack utilizing chemical, biological or radiological weapons. 



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is the State of California.  If this request is approved, it will result in $711,760 in costs in fiscal year 2002-2003, no annual cost, and would require the addition of no staff years.

With the arrival of the new State Homeland Security Grant Program, it is necessary to update the signature authority of the authorized agents.  The recommended action approves the updated signature authority, and supports the Safe and Livable Communities Strategic Initiative by allowing the County to obtain anti-terrorism grant funds.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This request is to ratify a revenue agreement (DEA Agreement # 2003-28) between the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department and the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) for $110,000 for the period January 1, 2003 to December 31, 2003 and to approve expenditure agreements which reimburse the San Diego, El Cajon, Oceanside and Carlsbad Police Departments for overtime incurred for marijuana eradication in calendar year 2003 and to authorize the Sheriff to execute future years’ revenue agreements from the DEA regarding marijuana eradication that do not materially impact or alter either the contract or funding level.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in no change in revenue or expenditures for Fiscal Year 02-03.  FY 2003-04 appropriations and revenue are in the current operational plan at $55,781.  An adjustment of appropriations and revenue up to the $110,000 level will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2003-04 and 2004-05.  The funding source is the Drug Enforcement Administration, which allows only direct cost reimbursement under the agreement.  There will be no increase in net County costs and this request will not require any additional staff years.

6. Approve the expenditure agreement between the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department and the Carlsbad Police Department (CPD) to reimburse CPD for up to $2,000 in overtime expended on the Marijuana Eradication Task Force during calendar year 2003.

7. Authorize the Sheriff on behalf of the County of San Diego to execute the annual agreements regarding marijuana eradication with the Drug Enforcement Administration and any local law enforcement agencies.

	ADOPTING A SOCIAL HOST ORDINANCE IN THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Consumption of alcoholic beverages by minors in public and private locations presents a myriad of problems for the minor, the community, and law enforcement.  Even worse, some adults not only condone this behavior but they supply alcohol to minors at a party in their own home.

While many believe that underage drinking is a “rite of passage” or that teenagers can easily recover from the effects of alcohol because their bodies are more resilient, exactly the opposite is true.  Young people who begin drinking alcohol before age 15 are four times more likely to become dependent on alcohol than those who wait until age 21.  

For minors, alcohol abuse can lead to traffic crashes, violent crime, accidental injury, alcohol poisoning and increased risk-taking behaviors.  For the community and law enforcement, the effects can result in the loss of lives, including friends and family, and increased law enforcement costs.  When a house party gets out of hand and disturbs the neighborhood, the Sheriff’s Department responds to the disturbance, often having to use extensive resources to manage the incident.  Further, a large social gathering that requires law enforcement attention takes away valuable resources from other service calls in a community.

Today's action directs the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a social host ordinance that would hold parents and adults of legal drinking age responsible for providing alcohol to minors at a house party and return to the Board of Supervisors within 45 days for further consideration.
