	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This is a request to increase appropriations in the Housing Authority of the County of              San Diego (HACSD) budget by $4,500,000 based on fund balance available for the Housing Choice Voucher Program and unanticipated revenue from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for the Moderate Rehabilitation Program. 

The Housing Authority of the County of San Diego is funded primarily by HUD and operates several housing programs that primarily benefit extremely low-, very low - and low-income households.  Of the total amount requested in this budget adjustment, $3,910,914 is designated for housing assistance payments to property owners on behalf of low income families participating in the Housing Choice Voucher Program and $290,600 is designated for housing assistance payments to property owners in the Moderate Rehabilitation Program.  An additional $298,486 is designated for program administrative costs.  All costs of operating these programs are revenue offset and will not impact the County General Fund.

This appropriation increase is necessary due to increased rents and a decrease in household incomes most likely as a result of the economic downturn.  Since December 2007, the average annual income per household participant in this program has decreased by 5%, from $16,075 to $15,272 annually.  Changes in rents and family income result in the need for adjustments to subsidy payments.  >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro If approved, this request will result in $4,500,000 current year costs, which will be fully offset  by unanticipated revenue from Moderate Rehabilitation Program contract renewals ($359,600) and available fund balance ($4,140,400).  There is no cost to the County General Fund and there are no additional staff years.>>
