1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO), in partnership with the Departments of the Sheriff, District Attorney and Probation, to pursue grant funding to provide additional staff support as well as to augment current efforts to upgrade Information Technology to ensure San Diego County can continue to maintain careful observation of sexual predators and provide accurate and timely information to the public.
