	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 13, 2005 (9), the Board authorized a mailed ballot proceeding to owners of 63 parcels in the proposed Permanent Road Division Zone No. 1015 – Landavo to determine if sufficient support exists to form a district to improve and maintain 1.0 mile of existing road.  The original .86 mile of roads increased to 1.0 mile with the addition of Verla Lane and another short segment of Landavo Road, added after petitions were filed with the office of Special Districts.

The hearing today will provide the public an opportunity to speak to the Board regarding the proposed district and work plan. Upon close of hearing, the Clerk of the Board will tabulate the results of the mailed ballot proceeding.  Permanent Road Division Law and Article XIIID of the State Constitution stipulate guidelines under which these districts are formed.  The district cannot form unless a weighted majority of the ballots returned support formation.  This is a request, conditioned upon successful ballot result, to adopt resolutions establishing the district, declaring the district a public road, and adopting an Ordinance providing procedures for collecting assessments on the tax roll.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering these requests are budgeted in the Special Districts formation fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year processing cost of $7,350 charged to formation expense for Landavo.  The new district will reimburse accumulated expenditures incurred to form this district.  The proposed budget for the road improvement for Landavo is $197,000, which would be financed by loans and benefit assessments.  There is no associated annual cost and no additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request for a Zone Reclassification to transfer density within the 4S Ranch Specific Plan Area.  Specifically, the proposal includes a Zone Reclassification to transfer 230 residential units from Neighborhoods 1.1 and 1.3 to the Mixed Use District, pursuant to the Residential Unit Transfer policies of the Specific Plan.  A Map to subdivide the 78-acre “receiving” site into one (1) residential condominium lot, fifteen (15) commercial lots, four (4) commonly owned lots (three (3) street lots and the Town Square lot), two (2) open space lots, and one (1) community facility (library) lot and a Major Use Permit for the Mixed Use District and a Sheriff substation, required by the Specific Plan, were approved by the Planning Commission on April 1, 2005.  The “receiving” site is located north of Camino del Norte, south of Rancho Bernardo Road, and west of Dove Canyon Road (see Attachment A).  The “sending” site is located south of Camino del Norte and west of Dove Canyon Road.  The sites are in the Current Urban Development Area Regional Category and the (21) Specific Plan Land Use Designation.  The site receiving the transfer of density is subject to the S88, Specific Plan Use Regulations, the (P) Provisional C34 Use Regulations.  The “sending” site is subject to the RV12 and RS6 Residential Use Regulations.

	On December 15, 2004 (2) the Board of Supervisors granted a continuance of the hearing on TM 4713RPL6TE to June 15, 2005.  The reason for the continuance was to allow the applicant additional time to update environmental studies to address changes in circumstances since the previous project approval.  Although the applicant has made some progress as evidenced by completion of the Stormwater Management Plan, the Biological Assessment report is not complete after four iterations of review and comment by staff. 	EMERGENCY REMEDIATION OF STORMWATER DAMAGED DRAINAGE CONVEYANCE SYSTEMS AND EMERGENCY REPAIRS RELATED TO STORM DAMAGE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 2, 2005 (5), the Board ratified five sole-source emergency construction contracts, each in an amount not to exceed $250,000, to repair flood damage on County roads at various locations and upgrade drainage facilities protecting facilities within areas impacted by Firestorm 2003. The Board authorized continuing the work, most recently on May 11, 2005(16). The contractors have completed repairs at all of the sites. 

The completed repairs were to facilities damaged during October 2004 rainstorms. Since the December 2004 and January 2005 rainstorms, staff has identified at least 23 County road sites and seven Flood Control District sites in need of critical emergency repairs before the next rainy season begins. This will prevent further damage and flooding, and thereby reduce or eliminate further risk to public safety, health and property at these sites.

The Chief Administrative Officer has approved three exigency actions related to this project. Two were for design engineering (one with two consultants for roads and one for a consultant for flood control tasks), and the third authorized release of a Request for Statements of Qualification to establish a list of pre-qualified construction contractors. Once the list of pre-qualified contractors is established, the contractors will be requested to bid on project sites as designs and specifications are completed. Contracts for site work will be awarded to a number of firms from the pre-qualified list.  This process will expedite construction greatly. Staff will return to the Board for authorization to continue this emergency work until it is completed.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact as a result of this action.  Appropriations will be established in a subsequent Board action after the completion of the Request for Statements of Qualification process.  Project costs are projected to be $7,000,000 for the Road Fund and $2,000,000 for the Flood Control District.  Funding sources for the Road Fund include loan transfers from DPW Equipment Internal Service Funds ($4 million) that support the Road Fund and available Road Fund fund balance ($3 million).  Funding for the Flood Control District is from a combination of a loan and eligible reimbursements from Special Drainage Areas Trust Fund and available Flood Control District fund balance.  There will be no annual cost, and no additional staff years required.

Ratify, pursuant to Board Policies F-40 and A-87, the local emergency conditions related to repairs to roads and flood control systems and approval by the Chief Administrative Officer of sole source contracts for design engineering with Boyle Engineering, RBF Consultants, and Rick Engineering, for design engineering of the repair project for roads and flood control systems under conditions of public exigency.  (4 VOTES)

4. Ratify, pursuant to Sections 20395(e), 21552 and 22050(c)(2) of the California Public Contract Code, the local emergency conditions related to repairs to roads and flood control systems and approval by the Chief Administrative Officer of issuance of a Request for Statements of Qualification to establish list of pre-qualified construction contractors, for emergency repair project for roads and flood control systems under conditions of public exigency. (4 VOTES)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This action requests the Board of Supervisors’ approval for the County to participate in any applications made to the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee in 2005 for up to $25 million in mortgage credit certificate allocations for the San Diego Regional Mortgage Credit Certificate Program.

This action also requests the San Diego County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners’ approval for the use of Housing Authority Real Property Reserves of up to: 1) $8,750 for the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee application filing fee; 2) $37,500 for the County’s proportionate share of the San Diego Regional Mortgage Credit Certificate Program operating costs; and 3) $100,000 to be temporarily held on deposit for the performance guarantee required by the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee.

The federally funded mortgage credit certificate program is a home purchase assistance program that enables low- and moderate-income first-time homebuyers to increase their purchase power and qualify for a larger conventional loan.  In the pursuit of providing an increased benefit to first-time homebuyers in San Diego County, the Department of Housing and Community Development requested permission from the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee to increase the Mortgage Credit Certificate credit rate from 15% to 20%.  As a result of the Department’s efforts, Mortgage Credit Certificate program participants now receive a federal tax credit equal to 20% of the interest paid on their mortgage loan.  The tax savings result in increased net income, which allows the homebuyer to qualify for a larger first mortgage loan.  The County of San Diego has participated in this program since 1994, resulting in a cumulative total exceeding $180 million in mortgage credit certificate allocations for the Region.  These allocations resulted in assistance to more than 1,600 first-time homebuyers in San Diego County.  In addition, the program benefits local realtors, lenders, builders, and other businesses involved in the housing industry.

Each year, local jurisdictions are provided with the opportunity to apply to the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee for one or more allocations of mortgage credit certificates.  The County of San Diego serves as the lead agency and applicant for 14 cities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted.  The funding source is Housing Authority Real Property Reserves.  If approved, this request will result in up to $8,750 in current year costs to pay for the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee application filing fee; up to $37,500 in current year costs to pay for the County's proportionate share of the program operating cost; and up to $100,000 in current year costs to be temporarily held on deposit by the County to meet the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee performance guarantee requirement.  This request has no impact on the County’s General Fund and will result in no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The San Diego Regional Mortgage Credit Certificate Program assists homebuyers in the purchase of their first home.  These home sales transactions provide a positive impact to those in the business community involved in real estate activities, including brokers, lenders, title insurance, and escrow companies.
