ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR VISTA DEL LAGO WASTEWATER PUMP STATION REHABILITATION  (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has completed construction plans and specifications to rehabilitate the Vista Del Lago Wastewater Pump Station in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide page 1291; B-5, 2004 edition).  The existing pumps, motors, and valves are at the end of their useful life and need to be replaced.  In addition, it will be necessary to upgrade the existing lighting and ventilation.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bidder of a contract to construct wastewater pump station improvements. Construction is scheduled to begin in November 2004 and be completed in nine months.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This project was planned as part of the major maintenance program in the existing Fiscal Year 2003-04 budget for Spring Valley Sanitation District.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost of approximately $120,000.  There are no annual costs and no additional staff years are required.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15301 of the State CEQA Guidelines.

2. Authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public works project. 

3. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

LAKEVIEW POINTE APARTMENTS – PHASE II: AGREEMENT FOR RELOCATION OF SEWER IMPROVEMENTS (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County approved construction of Lakeview Pointe Apartments, Phase II, subject to the conditions of Tentative Map No. 5296-1 and Major Use Permit P89-015W3.  The project under development by Pointe SDMU, L.P. (Pointe) is located northwest along Pointe Parkway (Thomas Guide 1291-E1; 2004 edition).
A portion of Spring Valley Sanitation District’s (District) La Presa 1 Trunk Sewer is located beneath planned improvements within the project. On April 23, 2004, Department of Public Works’ staff approved a Trunk Sewer Relocation Plan.  Pointe and District have agreed that Pointe shall provide a new easement acceptable to District and, at Pointe’s sole cost, shall relocate the existing District improvements that fall inside the project limits to within the new easement.  

Several deficient segments along La Presa 1 Trunk Sewer have been identified for realignment and replacement.  Pointe’s project presents an opportunity to replace one of the deficient segments efficiently and avoid future cost of approximately $120,000 associated with initiating and completing the project independently.

This is a request to approve a reimbursement agreement between Pointe and District where the Pointe shall realign and replace a segment of La Presa 1 Trunk Sewer. This action will require appropriation of current year funds to reimburse engineering design and construction work completed by Pointe at an estimated cost of $90,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted. Funding source is Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund Balance.  If approved, this request will result in $90,000 current year (FY 2003-04) cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with the Section 15096 of the State California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the Spring Valley Sanitation District, as a responsible agency under CEQA, has considered the environmental effects of the project as shown in the Environmental Impact Report for The Pointe San Diego, GPA90-02, SPA88-001, R88-01, TM4828RPL, P89-014, P89-015, P89-016, Log No. 90-GP-3, SCH No. 88030915, dated August 1989, approved August 1, 1990, and Addendum to the Previously Adopted Environmental Impact Report for The Pointe San Diego (MUP89-015W3/SPA01-003/Log No. 89-19-015B), Lake Pointe Luxury Apartments Phase II (REZ02-001/Log No. 89-19-015B), and Pointe Lakeview Phase II (TM5296Rpl1/Log No. 89-19-015F) dated August 5, 2003, and approved on October 22, 2003, prepared by the lead agency, and concurs in the findings adopted by the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors, and  statement of overriding considerations, adopted by the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors, and has reached its own conclusions on whether to approve the project. 
2. Find that there are no changes in the project or in circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously certified Environmental Impact Report and Addendum to the previously adopted Environmental Impact Report, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR and Addendum was prepared.  

3. Establish appropriations of $90,000 in the Spring Valley Sanitation District for realignment and replacement of a segment of La Presa 1 Trunk Sewer based on fund balance available in the Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund. (4 VOTES)  

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three originals of the Lakeview Pointe Apartments – Phase II: Agreement for Relocation of Sewer Improvements. This is an Agreement between Pointe SDMU, L.P. and Spring Valley Sanitation District.

	Tract 3702-1 is a planned development consisting of 140 residential lots, one private street lot, nine open space lots, one recreation lot, one commercial lot, and a total acreage of 395.43 acres.  Tract 3702-2 is a planned development consisting of 110 residential lots, two private street lots, six open space lots, and a total acreage of 407.11 acres.  They are both recorded subdivisions and are located in the Muth Valley area, on the westerly side of Wildcat Canyon Road, approximately two miles north of Lakeside (Thomas Guide, Page 1212, C & D-4, 5 and 6fillin "" \d "", 2004 Edition).

This is a request to approve Second Amendments to Joint Agreements to Improve  Subdivision (Substitution of Parties), and Second Amendments to Agreements to Perform Erosion Control (Substitution of Parties).
