GENERAL PLAN 2020: PROJECT UPDATE AND CONFIRMATION OF DIRECTION (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 11, 2003 (2), the Board closed the public hearing and continued deliberations on this item to Wednesday, June 25, 2003 at 9:00 a.m.
On May 21, 2003 (2), the Board of Supervisors accepted staff’s recommendation in paragraphs 2a and 2b for further review, directed the Chief Administrative Officer to conduct comprehensive groundwater study for the Pine Valley area, and continued the Hearing to June 11, 2003, 9:00 a.m. 

General Plan 2020 is a comprehensive update of the San Diego County General Plan, establishing future growth and development patterns for the unincorporated areas of the County. It will replace the existing General Plan, including all regional elements and all community or subregional plans. Other components of General Plan 2020 include adjustments to community planning area boundaries, replacing residential lot size requirements with a density-based approach, and identifying items that must be changed within a reasonable timeframe following plan adoption to maintain consistency between the General Plan and County ordinances or policies.  Agricultural Preserves will be modified to reflect lands under Williamson Act contracts.

The purpose of the Board of Supervisors hearing is to receive Board endorsement for the direction taken by the General Plan 2020 update on the following products: Planning Concepts, Draft Regional Goals and Policies, Land Use Framework, Regional Structure Map, Regional Land Use Distribution Map (December 2002 Working Copy Map and related Population Forecast), and Statements of Legislative Intent.  If the Board of Supervisors endorses the direction of this work, then full development of General Plan 2020 ― including the preparation of a regional road network, Draft Regional Elements, Draft Community and Subregional Plans, and Draft Environmental Impact Report ― will proceed.  All products submitted for review during this hearing are subject to further refinements and to future review by the Board of Supervisors as part of a complete package of General Plan 2020 products.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to review the list of Planning Commission referrals and forward them to the Board of Supervisors.

CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

The Chief Administrative Officer concurs with the Planning Commission recommendation. The Chief Administrative Officer further recommends that staff evaluate the list of property referrals made during the Planning Commission meetings, review staff recommendations with the Community Planning and Sponsor Groups and Interest Group, and return to the Planning Commission and Board of Supervisors with recommendations.

	ON MOTION of Supervisor Horn, seconded by Supervisor Roberts, the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended by the Chief Administrative Officer; 

continued the hearing to September 24, 2003 at 9:00 a.m. and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to return to the Board at that time with a list of referrals along with recommended adjustments to the map based upon properties with infrastructure, properties next to transit, properties that could be annexed, properties that are adjacent to higher densities or properties that have an overriding public benefit.  The map should include staff, Planning Commission, Planning Groups and property owners’ recommendations, utilizing referrals and correspondence received by all Board offices and input received from Steering Committee, the Interest Group, Planning Groups and individuals.  Information on ground truthing and minimum lot size issues from Planning, Sponsor and community groups should be provided to staff from those groups and included as alternatives.  Information is to be provided in a matrix format.

directed Chief Administrative Officer, in North County, to look at the transportation nodes, transportation corridors, especially the new rail-line from Oceanside to Escondido, communities within that corridor, the I-15 corridor, and to include in the Map recommendations from the Planning and Sponsor Groups on those properties, if they are in conflict with staff recommendations; and 

directed Chief Administrative Officer to refer to Interest Group development of the PDR, TDR program and other equity mechanisms; focus on broader infrastructure issues such as traffic, water, sewer, fire emergency services and police protection; come back with recommendations on how to resolve the Forest Conservation Initiative issues raised by Alpine, Campo/Lake Moreno, Descanso; investigate the feasibility of the request by the Crest/Dehesa/Granite Hills/Harbison Canyon Planning Group to consider slope criteria for semi-rural designations S1-S4; and develop community-based design standards.

directed Chief Administrative Officer to return to the Board in 30 days with:  1) a draft policy on the pipeline issue and 2) review of the issue of the Sierra Club/Interest Group.

	On June 18, 2003 (6), the Board continued item 2-G to the meeting of June 25, 2003 at the request of the Chief Administrative Officer, withdrew item 1-A, amended the recommendation on item 5D to include a seven-ton weight limit, introducing an Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption (second reading) on July 9, 2003, entitled, AN ORDINANCE ADDING SECTION 72.243.39 TO THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY CODE RELATING TO TRAFFIC REGULATIONS IN THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO, and took action as recommended on all of the remaining recommendations, with the exception of 2-G, on Consent, introducing Ordinances for further consideration on July 9, 2003, and adopting Resolutions: No. 299   (Item 2-A); No. 300  (Items 2-J1, 2-J2 and 2-J3); No. 301   (Items 2-H, 2-J4, 2-J5, 2-J6); No. 304   (Items 5-A and 5-B); No. 305   (Item 2-A); and No. 306   (Item 5-B).

This is a request to continue item 2-G, to July 30, 2003, to allow time for staff to discuss the issue with stakeholders. The item involved a Traffic Advisory Committee recommendation to repeal an existing disabled parking space. The space is on Buggywhip Drive north side, from a point 80 feet west of Bar Bit Road westerly 40 feet, in Spring Valley.
