	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<The Housing Authority of the County of San Diego (HACSD) owns and operates 121 public housing units in the city of Chula Vista.  A private sector contractor, Tarantino Property Management Company, has provided property management services for HACSD public housing since August 4, 2004, when the contract was authorized by the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.  The final contract extension expires June 30, 2010, and the Housing Authority is required to offer a new contract through a competitive selection process.

The San Diego County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners is requested to authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation for a property management services contract effective July 1, 2010 for the Housing Authority  of the County of San Diego’s four low-rent public housing developments located in the city of Chula Vista.  This Request for Proposals will stipulate an initial one-year term with two,       two-year renewal options at the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego’s discretion.>>

	<Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-2011 Operating Plan.  If approved, this request will result in estimated annual operating costs of $549,098 in Fiscal Year 2010-11 and will require no additional staff years.  All costs for property management are offset by rents received from the residents of the public housing developments and operating subsidies received from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  There is no fiscal impact to the County general fund.>>
