	HUMAN RESOURCES SERVICES FOR THE PUBLIC AUTHORITY, AND TECHNICAL ADJUSTMENT TO REIMBURSE GENERAL FUND COSTS IN EXCESS OF ACTUALS FOR FISCAL YEARS 2001-02 AND 2002-03 (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 5, 2003 (IA1), the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority Governing Body adopted the final budget for the County of San Diego Public Authority for Fiscal Year 2003-04.  The budget includes funding for human resources services for the Public Authority.  This item requests Governing Body authorization to amend the current contract with The Epler Company to provide human resources services as needed through December 31, 2007.

Governing Body action is also requested to ratify a technical adjustment completed during Fiscal Year 2002-03 closing to reimburse costs in excess of actuals in the County General Fund for Fiscal Years 2001-02 and 2002-03.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Recommendation 1: Funds for the contract with The Epler Company are included in the Public Authority Fiscal Year 2003-04 Administrative Budget.  If approved, this action will result in estimated Fiscal Year 2003-2004 costs and revenue of $13,408.  The funding sources are federal, State, and Social Services Realignment revenue.  There are no staffing changes.

Recommendation 2: Funds to allow reimbursement of costs in excess of actuals in the General Fund in Fiscal Year 2001-02 and Fiscal Year 2002-03 were not included in the Public Authority Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Proposed Operational Plan.  If approved, this action will ratify the return of $1,257,489 in excess revenues to the General Fund.  The resulting revenue was recognized as a part of FY 02-03 fund balance.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. In accordance with Competitive Procurement principles, approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with The Epler Company, and, subject to successful negotiations and a determination of a fair and reasonable price, amend contract #45397 for human resources services for the IHSS Public Authority to extend the term to December 31, 2007 from December 31, 2003, and an additional six months if needed, and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Executive Director of the Public Authority.

2. Ratify the establishment of appropriations in the amount of $1,257,489 in the Operating Transfers Out account of the IHSS Public Authority budget based on available fund balance to allow reimbursement of costs in the General Fund in excess of actuals for Fiscal Years 2001-02 and 2002-03.
