11.      EXECUTIVE REPORT – Holly Crawford, OES 
A.  Wireless Emergency Alert (WEA) - An update regarding the last Amber Alert 
sent out.  The message originator sets the duration of message.  The mobile 
carrier determines how often the message is rebroadcast. It is currently used for 
large scale notifications. It is limited to a 90 character message.  We have been 
told that by the beginning of 2014 that NOAA is relinquishing control to local 
offices.  A 30 second public service announcement on Ready San Diego was 
shown and offered for any cities that want to utilize it.   
 
B.  Disaster Curriculum – A draft should be complete by the end of October.  It is 
the goal to have the curriculum implemented in all 4th grade classes in San Diego 
County by May of next year. 
 
C.  SONGS - A graded drill will take place next Wednesday. We had our dress 
rehearsal last month and did well with only one minor recommendation.  We 
hope to repeat that performance during the graded exercise.  An update of what 
is happening with SONGS:   
Edison will submit a plan asking for exemptions by the end of the year to the 
Nuclear Regulatory Commission.  The NRC will take 6-9 months to decide 
whether to accept the plan.  Offsite emergency planning may end at that point.   
 
D.  Fire Authority Merger – The Board of Supervisors directed a feasibility study 
with regard to the merge of the Office of Emergency Services and the Fire 
Authority.  A consultant was hired and an advisory group will be meeting.  This 
group consists of a representative from OES, a representative from Cal Fire, a 
representative from Fire Authority, and a representative from Fire Chief’s 
Association.  The recommendation will be presented to Ron Lane, Chief Porter 
and Holly Crawford when complete.    
 
E.  Mobile App – Some delays were experienced.   Currently, Robby is working 
on updating and implementing a native version of our app.  The app itself will be 
stored on device.  We Hope to have a full native code of app as well as additional 
features by mid-December.   
 
F. Evacuation Terminology – During the last fire season we noticed a difference 
in terminology being used regarding evacuations.  Included in the packet is a list 
of terminology that is in agreement between the Sheriff and Cal Fire.  
“Evacuation warning” and “evacuation order” terminology was discussed.   
 
G.  Boston Bombing Presentation – Some may have attended the CAO briefing 
on lessons learned from Boston Bombings a couple of months ago.  The City of 
Boston was well prepared for this type of emergency because of an exercise they 
conduct yearly called the Urban Shield Exercise.  It is an exercise taking place 
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over a 24-hour period combining law enforcement, fire, and emergency planners.  
This may be a drill that we may want to consider in the next 2 years.   
 
The speaker talked about a private public partnership that handled monetary 
donations.  They established a “One Fund” that handled numerous monetary 
donations and handled calls.  It is something we need to research for San Diego 
County.  
 
Re-entry issues were addressed and the concerns about that.   
 
A copy of the presentation will be sent to all UDC members and Holly will try to 
get the after-action report to all.

Winter Outlook Key Messages 


• High uncertainty for the winter precipitation outlook. There is always 
considerable uncertainty with any climate forecast, but it is quite high this year. 


 
• ENSO to remain neutral through winter 2013-2014 
 
• Considerable spread and variability in empirical tools and dynamical model 


guidance. Little clear, reliable consensus for California. 
 


• Current Outlook: Elevated probabilities for above-normal seasonal  
mean temperatures for southern and central California. No clear, reliable climate 
signals in precipitation, so equal chances for normal season (above or below).  
Dry tendency in past ENSO neutral years give a slight dry bias. 
 
Extreme precipitation events have occurred in Neutral ENSO years
