8. WEATHER OUTLOOK — Alex Tardy, NWS

e There is a new look for the Weather.com homepage. Forecasts, observations, and climate
can be tailored to specific individual. A weather story of the day is displayed. Point and click
forecasting. Watch/Warning/Advisories are shown

e 2017-18 is expected to be a weak La Nina year

e Past La Nina years tend to be drier than normal but 2 recent La Nina years have been the
wettest of 10 past winters

e The winter precipitation signal is poor for weak La Nina with extreme ranges in precipitation
among the years of record

e Summer 2017 was above average and warmer than normal conditions are expected in the
winter 2017-18

e Santa Ana conditions will develop prior to significant rainfall for October and November

e The past winter 2016-17 demonstrated extreme individual events for high winds and heavy
rainfall

o Winter Weather Workshop is scheduled to be held at OES on Monday, October 30, 9:00-
noon

City officials and emergency managers in San Diego County can use this event
as an opportunity to prepare their City staff for future earthquakes using the ShakeOut
scenario.

OES new staff introduced: New Principal Administrative Analyst — Christine Mabesa,
Accounting Technician — Maebelle Guzman, Emergency Services Coordinator — Laura
Curvey.

Discussion to see if there is an interest from the council to request a presentation and
proposal from 211 to provide services for local jurisdictions for smaller level emergencies.
Currently, the contract covers regional disasters on a larger scale--not smaller level
emergencies for local jurisdictions. A Proposal was made to have 211 come to a future UDC
meeting to present options and costs to cover smaller jurisdictional needs.
